Unpacking Your Refrigerator

Connecting the Water Line

Before You Begin

This water line installation is not covered by the 
refrigerator warranty. Follow these instructions 
carefully to minimize the risk of expensive water 
damage.

Water hammer (water banging in the pipes) in 
house plumbing can cause damage to refrigerator 
parts and can lead to water leakage or �ooding. 
Call a quali�ed plumber to correct water hammer 
before installing the water supply line to the 
refrigerator.

If you use your refrigerator before connecting 
the water line, make sure the icemaker power 
switch is in the OFF (O) position.

Water Pressure

The water pressure must be between 20 and 120 
psi on models without a water �lter and between 
40 and 120 psi on models with a water �lter.

If a reverse osmosis water �ltration system is 
connected to your cold water supply, this water 
line installation is not covered by the refrigerator 
warranty. Follow the instructions carefully to 
minimize the risk of expensive water damage.

If a reverse osmosis water �ltration system is 
connected to your cold water supply, the water 
pressure to the reverse osmosis system needs to 
be a minimum of 40 to 60 psi (2.8 kgf/cm 2 ~ 4.2 
kgf/cm 2, less than 2.0~3.0 sec. to �ll a cup of 7 oz 
capacity).

If the water pressure from the reverse osmosis 
system is less than 21 psi or 1.5 kgf/cm 2 (takes 
more than 4.0 sec to �ll a cup of 7 oz capacity):

Check to see if the sediment �lter in  .
the reverse osmosis system is blocked. 
Replace the �lter if necessary.
Allow the storage tank on the reverse  .
osmosis system to re�ll after heavy 
usage.
If water pressure issues associated with  .
a reverse osmosis system persist, call a 
licensed, quali�ed plumber.

Copper Tubing, .  ¼ in. outer diameter, to 
connect the refrigerator to the water 
supply.

If your existing copper water line has a  
�ared �tting at the end, you will need 
an adapter (available at plumbing supply 
stores) to connect the water line to the 
refrigerator OR you 
can cut o� the �ared

Shuto� valve  to connect to the cold 
water line. The shuto� valve should 
have a water inlet with a minimum 
inside diameter of 5/32 in. at the point of 
connection to the COLD WATER LINE.

Keep opened butter in a covered 
dish or closed  compartment. 
When storing an extra supply, wrap 
in freezer packaging and freeze.

Cheese Store in the original wrapping 
until you are ready to use it. Once 
opened, rewrap tightly in plastic 
wrap or aluminum foil.

Milk Wipe milk cartons. For coldest milk, 
place containers on interior shelf.

Eggs Store in the original carton on 
interior shelf, not on the door shelf.

Fruit Do not wash or hull the fruit until it 
is ready to be used. Sort and keep 
fruit in its original container, in a 
crisper, or store it in a completely 
closed paper bag on a refrigerator 
shelf.

Leafy 
Vegetables

Remove store wrapping and trim 
or tear o� bruised and discolored 
areas. Wash in cold water and 
drain. Place in a plastic bag or 
plastic container and store in the 
crisper.

Vegetables 
with skins 
(carrots,
peppers)

Place in plastic bags or plastic 
container and store in crisper.

Fish Store fresh �sh and shell�sh in 
the freezer section if they are not 
being consumed the same day of 
purchase. It is recommended to 
consume fresh �sh and shell�sh 
the same day as purchased.

Leftovers Cover leftovers with plastic wrap 
or aluminum foil or store in plastic 
containers with tight lids.

Storing Frozen Food

Freezing

Your freezer will not quick-freeze a large 
quantity of food. Do not put more unfrozen 
food into the freezer than will freeze within 
24 hours (no more than 2 to 3 lbs. of food per 
cubic foot of freezer space). Leave enough 
space in the freezer for air to circulate around 
packages. Be careful to leave enough room at 
the front so the door can close tightly.

Storage times will vary according to the quality 
and type of food, the type of packaging or wrap 
used (how airtight and moisture-proof) and 
the storage temperature. Ice crystals inside a 
sealed package are normal. This simply means 
that moisture in the food and air inside the 
package have condensed, creating ice crystals.

 NOTE
Check a freezer guide or a reliable cookbook 
for further information about preparing food 
for freezing or food storage times.

 NOTE
Allow hot foods to cool at room temperature 
for 30 minutes, then package and freeze. 
Cooling hot foods before freezing saves 
energy.

Packaging

Successful freezing depends on correct 
packaging. When you close and seal the 
package, it must not allow air or moisture in or 
out. If it does, you could have food odor and 
taste transfer throughout the refrigerator and 
could also dry out frozen food.

Glass shelves are heavy. Use special  ü
care when removing them.

Make sure that shelves are level from 
one side to the other. Failure to do so 
may result in the shelf falling or spilling 
food.
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MAINTENANCE
Cleaning

Both the refrigerator and freezer sections defrost automatically; however, clean both  
sections about once a month to prevent odors. 

Wipe up spills immediately.  

Always unplug the refrigerator before cleaning.  

General Cleaning Tips

Unplug refrigerator or disconnect the 
power.

Remove all removable parts, such as 
shelves, crispers, etc. 

Use a clean sponge or soft cloth and a 
mild detergent in warm water. Do not 
use abrasive or harsh cleaners.

Hand wash, rinse and dry all surfaces 
thoroughly.

Exterior

Waxing external painted metal surfaces helps 
provide rust protection. Do not wax plastic 
parts. Wax painted metal surfaces at least 
twice a year using appliance wax (or auto paste 
wax). Apply wax with a clean, soft cloth.

For products with a stainless steel exterior, 
use a clean, non-scratch sponge or soft cloth 
and a mild detergent in warm water. Do not use 
abrasive or harsh cleaners. Dry thoroughly with 
a soft cloth.

Inside Walls (allow freezer to warm 
up so the cloth will not stick)

To help remove odors, you can wash the inside 
of the refrigerator with a mixture of baking 
soda and warm water. Mix 2 tablespoons of 
baking soda to 1 quart of water (26 g soda 
to 1 liter water). Be sure the baking soda is 
completely dissolved so it does not scratch the 
surfaces of the refrigerator.

Door Liners and Gaskets
Use a clean sponge or soft cloth and a mild 
detergent in warm water. Do not use cleaning 
waxes, concentrated detergents, bleaches, 
or cleaners containing petroleum on plastic 
refrigerator parts.

Plastic Parts (covers and panels)
Use a clean sponge or soft cloth and a mild 
detergent in warm water. Do not use glass 
cleaners, abrasive cleansers, or �ammable 
�uids. These can scratch or damage the 
material.

Condenser Coils
Use a vacuum cleaner with an attachment to 
clean the condenser cover and vents. Do not 
remove the panel covering the condenser coil 
area.

 CAUTION
Do not use a cloth or sponge with a rough,
abrasive surface when cleaning the 
interior and exterior of the refrigerator. 

 

Do not place your hand on the bottom  
surface of the refrigerator when 
opening and closing it.

   Use non-�ammable cleaner. Failure to do 

so can result in �re, explosion, or death.

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3 Press and hold the Freezer button for three 
seconds while continuing to hold your 
phone to the speaker.

If the refrigerator was stored for a long period of 
time or moved on its side, it is necessary for the 
refrigerator to stand upright for 24 hours before 
connecting it to power.

Cooling System  
runs too much.

The refrigerator is replacing an 
older model.

Modern refrigerators require more operating 
time but use less energy due to more e�cient 
technology.

The refrigerator was recently 
plugged in or the power was 
restored.

The refrigerator will take up to 24 hours to cool 
completely.

The door opened often or a 
large amount of food / hot food 
was added.

Adding food and opening the door warms the 
refrigerator, requiring the compressor to run 
longer in order to cool the refrigerator back down. 
In order to conserve energy, try to get everything 
you need out of the refrigerator at once, keep 
food organized so it is easy to �nd, and close the 
door as soon as the food is removed. (Refer to 
the Food Storage Guide.)

The doors are not closed 
completely.

Firmly push the doors shut. 

The refrigerator is installed in a 
hot location.

The compressor will run longer under warm 
conditions.

When the doors are opened often or for long 
periods of time, warm, humid air enters the 
compartment. This raises the temperature and 
moisture level within the compartment. To lessen 
the e�ect, reduce the frequency and duration of 
door openings.

The unit is installed in a hot 
location.

The refrigerator should not be operated in 
temperatures above 110°F.

A large amount of food or 
hot food was added to either 
compartment.

Interior moisture 
buildup.

To lessen 
the e�ect, reduce the frequency and duration of 
door openings.

The doors are not closed 
correctly.

The weather is humid. Humid weather allows additional moisture 
to enter the compartments when the doors 
are opened leading to condensation or frost. 
Maintaining a reasonable level of humidity in the 
home will help to control the amount of moisture 
that can enter the compartments.

The r efrigerator is installed in a 
cold location.

When the refrigerator is operated in temperature 
below 41°F (5°C), food can freeze in the 
refrigerator compartment. The refrigerator should 
not be operated in temperatures below 55°F 
(13°C).

Frost or ice 
crystals form 
on frozen food 
(outside of 
package).

The d oor is opened frequently 
or for long periods of time.

When the doors are opened often or for long 
periods of time, warm, humid air enters the 
compartment. This raises the temperature and 
moisture level within the compartment. Increased 
moisture will lead to frost and condensation. 
To lessen the e�ect, reduce the frequency and 
duration of door openings.

The d oor is not closing properly. Refer to the Doors will not close correctly or pop 
open section in the Troubleshooting section.
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Problem Possible Causes Solutions

Refrigerator or 
Freezer section is 
too cold.

Incorrect temperature control 
settings.

If the temperature is too cold, adjust the control 
one increment at a time and wait for the 
temperature to stabilize. Refer to the Setting the 
Controls section for more information.

Frost or ice 
crystals on frozen 
food (inside of 
sealed package).

Condensation from food with a 
high water content has frozen 
inside of the food package. 

This is normal for food items with a high water 
content.

Food has been left in the freezer 
for a long period of time.

Do not store food items with high water content 
in the freezer for a long period of time.

Icemaker is not 
making enough 
ice.

Demand exceeds ice storage 
capacity.

The icemaker will produce approximately 70~210 
cubes in a 24 hour period.

The h ouse water supply is not 
connected, the valve is not 
turned on fully, or the valve is 
clogged.

Connect the refrigerator to a cold water supply 
with adequate pressure and turn the water 
shuto� valve fully open.

If the problem persists, it may be necessary to 
contact a plumber.

The w ater �lter has been 
exhausted.

It is recommended that you replace the water 
�lter:

Approximately every six months.•  
When the water �lter indicator turns on.•  
When the water dispenser output decreases. •  
When the ice cubes are smaller than normal.•  

Low house water supply 
pressure.

The water pressure must be between 20 and 120 
psi on models without a water �lter and between 
40 and 120 psi on models with a water �lter. 

If the problem persists, it may be necessary to 
contact a plumber.

A reverse osmosis �ltration 
system is used.

Lowering the refrigerator temperature can help, 
as well as not opening the doors as frequently.

The doors are not closed 
completely.

If the doors are not properly closed, ice 
production will be a�ected. See the Doors will 
not close completely or pop open section in Parts 
& Features Troubleshooting for more information.

The temperature setting for the 
freezer is too warm.

The recommended temperature for the freezer 
compartment for normal ice production is 0°F. If 
the freezer temperature is warmer, ice production 
will be a�ected.

Icemaker is not 
making ice.

The refrigerator was recently 
installed or the icemaker 
recently connected.

It may take up to 24 hours for each compartment 
to reach the desired temperature and for the 
icemaker to begin making ice.

The icemaker is not turned on. Locate the icemaker ON /OFF  switch and con�rm 
that it is in the ON  (I) position.

The ice detecting sensor is 
obstructed.

Foreign substances or frost on the ice-detecting 
sensor can interrupt ice production. Make sure 
that the sensor area is clean at all times for proper 
operation.

The refrigerator is not connected 
to a water supply or the supply 
shuto� valve is not turned on.

Connect the refrigerator to the water supply and 
turn the water shuto� valve fully open.

The icemaker shuto� (arm or 
sensor) is obstructed.

If your icemaker is equipped with an ice shuto� 
arm, make sure that the arm moves freely. If 
your icemaker is equipped with the electronic ice 
shuto� sensor, make sure that there is a clear 
path between the two sensors.

A reverse osmosis water 
�ltration system is connected to 
your cold water supply.

Reverse osmosis �ltration systems can reduce 
the water pressure below the minimum amount 
and result in icemaker issues.  
(Refer to the Water Pressure section.)
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Problem Possible Causes Solutions

Ice has a bad 
taste or odor.

The water supply contains 
minerals such as sulfur.

Empty and wash the bin (discard old cubes). 
Make sure that the bin is completely dry before 
reinstalling it.

The icemaker shuto� (arm/
sensor) is obstructed.

Empty the ice bin. If your icemaker is equipped 
with an ice shuto� arm, make sure that the arm 
moves freely. If your icemaker is equipped with 
the electronic ice shuto� sensor, make sure that 
there is a clear path between the two sensors. 
Reinstall the ice bin and wait 24 hours to con�rm 
proper operation.

Clicking The defrost control will click 
when the automatic defrost 
cycle begins and ends.

Normal Operation

Air is being forced over the 
condenser by the condenser 
fan. 

Normal Operation

Gurgling Refrigerant is �owing through 
the cooling system.

Normal Operation

Popping Contraction and expansion of 
the inside walls due to changes 
in temperature.

Normal Operation

Sizzling Water dripping on the defrost 
heater during a defrost cycle.

Normal Operation

Vibrating If the side or back of the 
refrigerator is touching a cabinet 
or wall, some of the normal 
vibrations may make an audible 
sound. 

To eliminate the noise, make sure that the sides 
and back cannot vibrate against any wall or 
cabinet.

Dripping Water is running into the drain 
pan during the defrost cycle.

Normal Operation

Pulsating or  
High-Pitched 
Sound

Your refrigerator is designed 
to run more e�ciently to keep 
your food items at the desired 
temperature. The high e�ciency 
compressor may cause your 
new refrigerator to run longer 
than your old one, but it is still 
more energy e�cient than 
previous models.

Normal Operation

The ice bin, crisper cover, pans, 
shelves, door bins, or baskets 
are out of position.

Push bins all the way in and put the crisper cover, 
pans, shelves and baskets into their correct 
positions. See the Using Your Refrigerator section 
for more information.

The doors were removed during 
product installation and not 
properly replaced.

Remove and replace the doors according to the 
Removing and Replacing Refrigerator Handles 
and Doors section.

The refrigerator is not leveled 
properly.

See Door Alignment in the Refrigerator Installation 
section to level refrigerator.

Doors are di�cult 
to open.

The gaskets are dirty or sticky. Clean the gaskets and the surfaces that they 
touch. Rub a thin coat of appliance polish or 
kitchen wax on the gaskets after cleaning.

The door was recently closed. When you open the door, warmer air enters the 
refrigerator. As the warm air cools, it can create 
a vacuum. If the door is hard to open, wait one 
minute to allow the air pressure to equalize, then 
see if it opens more easily.

Refrigerator 
wobbles or 
seems unstable.

The leveling legs are not 
adjusted properly.

Refer to the Leveling and Door Alignment section.

The �oor is not level. It may be necessary to add shims under the 
leveling legs or rollers to complete installation.

Lights do not 
work.

LED interior lighting failure. The refrigerator compartment lamp is LED interior 
lighting, and service should be performed by a 
quali�ed technician. 

The interior of 
the  refrigerator 
is covered with 
dust or soot. 

The refrigerator is located near a 
�re source, such as a �replace, 
chimney or candle.

Make sure that the refrigerator is not located 
near a �re source, such as a �replace, chimney or 
candle.
