| ASSEMBLY

e Be sure the electricity to the system you are working on is turned
off; either the fuse removed or the circuit breaker set at off.

* Use of other manufacturers components will void warranty, listing
and create a potential safety hazard.

e To reduce the risk of fire, electric shock, or personal injury, mount to

outlet box or supporting system able to support the weight of the
fixture.

e |f you are unclear as to how to proceed, contact a qualified
electrician.

e You don’t need special tools to install this fixture.
* Be sure to follow the steps in the order given.

e Under no circumstances should a fixture be hung on house electrical
wires, nor should a swag type fixture be installed on a ceiling which

contains a radiant type heating system.
e Read instructions carefully.
e Save these instructions.
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Carefully remove the fixture from the carton and check that all parts
are included, as shown in Figure 1 & 2. Be careful not to misplace
any of the screws or parts which are needed to install this fixture.
