The manufacturer warrants this fan motor to be free from defects in workmanship and material
present at time of shipment from the factory for a period of thirty years after the date of purchase by
the original purchaser. The manufacturer also warrants that all other fan parts, excluding any glass to
be free from defects in workmanship and material at the time of shipment from the factory for a period
of three years after the date of purchase by the original purchaser. The manufacturer agrees to
correct such defect at no charge or at our option replace the ceiling fan with a comparable or superior
model. To obtain warranty service, present a copy of your sales receipt as proof of purchase. All cost
of removal and reinstallation are the expressed responsibility of the purchaser. Any damage to the
ceiling fan by accident, misuse or improper installation, or by affixing accessories not produced by the
manufacturer of the fan, are at the purchaser’s own responsibility. The manufacturer assumes no
responsibility whatsoever for fan installation during the lifetime limited warranty. Any service
performed by an unauthorized person will render the warranty invalid.
