1. Prepare the bath area for installation: n

a. Shut off the water supply to the tub and shower. ®__1 1/4 in. Dia

Note: This may require shutting off the main water

supply to your home.

b. Verify that the hole sizes and positions in the
wall are correct. Here are the recommended 6 in. Dia
component measurements: s

— Shower and Spout Outlet Hole: 1-1/4 in. 48N,
diameter Shower Only

— Valve Access Hole: 6 in. diameter

— Recommended Valve Depth to Finished Wall:
2 in. min. to 2-1/2 in. max. Ensure that the
black template plate’s surface is flush with the
finished exterior surface of the wall. Position
the valve body correctly in the wall. The 8 in.
minimum from the valve body to the tub spout
is required for proper operation.

Clear any debris from H
the shower and bath area. Clean old sealant from any
threaded connections.

3. Before installing, unscrew the two screws (1) that attach

the plastic cap (2) to the valve body (D). Remove the
plastic cap (2) from the valve body (D).

Note: For proper installation, valve body (D) should be

turned in the direction with the valve marked “UP”.

4. |Install the valve body (D):

a.

b.

Wrap thread sealant (not included) around the
pipe threads in a clockwise direction.

Connect the hot (left) and cold (right) water
supplies (1) (not included), the shower outlet pipe
(2) (not included), and tub outlet pipe (3) (not
included) by threading them into the valve body
(D) in a clockwise direction. Tighten the pipes to
the valve body with a pipe wrench (not included).
Connect the pipe elbows (4) (not included)

to the end of the shower outlet and tub outlet
pipes. Connect the tub spout outlet pipe (5) (not
included) to the lower pipe elbow (not included).
Tighten the elbows and tub spout outlet pipe
connections with a pipe wrench. See Figure 4a.

If you do not wish to install the tub outlet, wrap
thread sealant (not included) around the plug (G)
and insert the plug (G) into the bottom of the valve
body (D). See Figure 4b.

Install the shower arm (B):

a.

Insert the long end of the shower arm (B) through
the shower arm flange (A) and wrap plumber’s
tape (not included) to both sides of the shower
arm (B).

. Thread the long end of the shower arm (B) into the

pipe elbow inside the wall in a clockwise direction.

Carefully tighten the shower arm (B) with a
wrench. Do not overtighten as it could do damage
to the shower arm (B).

Install the tub spout (H):

a.

Wrap thread sealant tape around the pipe thread of
the tub spout outlet.

. Thread the tub spout (H) into the threaded

connection and twist clockwise until the spout
becomes flush with the finished wall.

Check for leaks:

a.

Attach the handle assembly (F) by threading the
base of the handle assembly (F) onto the valve
body (D) and twisting clockwise until secure. Turn
the handle assembly (F) to the on position.

. Turn on the hot and cold water supply lines and

allow the water to flow from the outlets until all
foreign matter has been flushed out of the line. Run
hot and then cold for one minute each.

Check for leaks.

. Shut off the water at the faucet and supply lines

and remove the handle assembly (F).

Install the showerhead (C) to the end of the shower arm
(B) by twisting in a clockwise direction. Tighten with a
wrench. To avoid damage to the finish, place a cloth
between the wrench and showerhead.

Position the escutcheon (E) over the valve body (D).
Attach the handle assembly (F) by threading the base
of the handle assembly (F) onto the valve stem of the
valve body (D) and twisting clockwise until secure. Do
not overtighten the handle assembly (F) as this could
damage the escutcheon (E).

ADJUSTING THE TEMPERATURE LIMITER AND WATER FLOW ON THE VALVE

The limiter on the valve can be set to allow partial or full access to hot water by limiting how far the
handle can be turned to the hot side of the valve. The limiter is typically set at the factory to allow only
warm water to pass through the valve. Follow the directions in this section if you wish to adjust the
amount of hot water that is allowed through the valve.

1. Unscrew and remove the handle assembly (F) and
escutcheon (E) from the valve body (D).

2. Unscrew the screw (I) and remove the inverter (J).
Remove the stop ring (M).

3. Slowly turn the cartridge stem (N) counterclockwise to
adjust the desired maximum water temperature.

4. Reinstall the stop ring (M) and readjust the teeth
engagement position so that the stem cannot move
beyond the adjusted point. Optionally, you can
completely remove the stop ring (M) to allow the
maximum amount of hot water through the valve. This
does not affect the performance of the valve.

5. Reinstall the inverter (J) and screw (l) back onto the
valve body (D).

6. Replace the escutcheon (E) and handle assembly (F)
back onto the valve body (D). Do not overtighten the
handle (F) as this could damage the escutcheon (E).

REPLACING THE CARTRIDGE

1a. Remove the old cartridge:
a. Unscrew the handle assembly (F) and remove it.
b. Remove the escutcheon (E) from the valve body

(D).

1b. Remove the old cartridge (continued):

a. Turn off the stops (1) on the valve body (D). Unscrew
the screw (I) with a Phillips screwdriver and remove
the inverter (J).

b. Unscrew the bonnet (K) and remove the old
cartridge (L). Replace with a new cartridge and
reverse these steps for reassembly.
