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Manchester Instructions
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Dig a 24” deep hole in the desired location and insert a 4x4
wood post. Leave 48” exposed above ground. Fill the hole with
pre-mix concrete (not included) and level the wood post. Once
the concrete has cured, slide the decorative post over the wood
4x4 ensuring that the base sits flush with the ground.
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Important Note: The pre-cut hole in the bottom of the post is
located closer to the front face of the post. Identify the hole
location and slide the decorative post over the 4x4 as shown
above.

Pre-Cut Hole

Using 2 inch wood screws attach a mounting board (or bracket)
to the mailbox arm. A wood core is included inside the arm
which provides a solid core to fasten the screws.

TIP: A piece of plywood makes for a great mounting board and
can be cut to match the specific size your mailbox.

Ground Screw

Optional Ground Screw: Twist the screw into the ground and
attach a 4x4 post (approx. 48” length, not included) with the 5x
lag bolts provided. Slide the decorative post over the 4x4.

Front Face

Secure the mailbox support arm to the decorative post using
two 3 inch lag bolts with washers for the top holes and two 3
inch screws in the lower holes. Plastic snap caps are provided
to cover the two screw heads.

Set the mailbox on the mounting board and attach it by securing
3/4 inch screws through the holes on each side of the mailbox.
(mailbox, mailbox mounting board, and screws are not included
but can be purchased at your local hardware store)
