a. Remove the preassembled metal washer (G) and 
nut (H) from the spout (A) and place the spout (A) 
through the center hole of the sink.

b. From underneath the sink, thread the metal washer 
(G) and nut (H) onto the spout (A).

c. Turn the nut (H) clockwise to secure the spout (A) to 
the sink.
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 Install the hot and cold end valves (B and C).

a. Position the hot and cold end valves (B and C) 
on the sink. Ensure that the handles are installed 
pointing away from the spout (A).

b. From underneath the sink, thread the washers (D) 
and brackets (E) onto the hot and cold end valves
