PROPANE CYLINDER TANK

* The heater comes equipped with a hose assembly far hook-up to a standard propane gas tank. The

propane tank is NOT included.

A dented. rusied or damaged propane lank may be hazardous and should be checked by your tank

supplier Never use a propane tank with a damaged valve connection.

The propane tank must be constructed and marked in accordance with the specifications for LP gas

eylinders per the US Depariment of Transpartation (DOT).

* The propane tank must be designed to provide for vapor withdrawal from the operating cylinder.

LEAK TESTING

* Gas connections on the healer are gas tested at the factory prior to shipment. A complele gas tightness
check must be performad at the installation site due to potential shipment iregularties or excessive
pressure being applied to the heater as well as to check final installation of components by the consumer.

TO LEAK TEST

* Make a soapy solution of one pari liguid detergent and one parl water. The soap solulion can be applied

with a spray bottle, brush, or rag. Scap bubbles will appear where a leak s present.

Make certain the safety control valve is in the “OFF" position (at the control panel of the head unit)

Turn the gas supply “ON" al the propane cylinder valve, Applylspray several drops on the regulator hose to

gas inlet hose connecbon, and the regulator to tank cylinder connection. (small bubbles indicate a leak)

Maintanance

* Outside Metal Surface - Clean with warm scapy water and soft regs or paper towels. Do HOT use abrasive|
of corrasive cleaning agents, Be careful NOT to wet the burner or pilat ignitian assemblies. Do NOT spray
waler or clzaning agents direclly onto the head compeonents as savere damage may result.

* The aluminum reflector hood MUST ba cleaned frequently. Do NOT allow carbon deposits to build. This
will cause a significant fire hazard. Use warm scapy water or 2 non-abrasive solution and scft rags or paper
rowels.

* Obstruction of airflow & gas geways is the primary cause of problems. Chack bumer assembly,
ventilation screen, control panel and intake lines before every use. Clean onfices and small vents with a pipe
cleaner. A can of compressed air is very effective for clearing out small particles, insecls. and spiders.

' Possible signs of obstructed air and gas passageways:

1) Heat glow on haad camponent is vary UNEVEN
2) Smell of gas and axtreme yeliow tipping of flame
3) Heating oulput (BTU) is noticeably reduced
4) Crackling or popping noises coming from heating components
