TABLE OF CONTENTS INTRODUCTION

READ INSTRUCTIONS COMPLETELY BEFORE 
STARTING INSTALLATION
	 It is the responsibility of the installer to meet all code and 
	 safety requirements, and to obtain all required building 
	 permits. The deck and railing installer should determine 	
	 and implement appropriate installation techniques for 	
	 each installation situation. Fortress Building Products and 	
	 its distributors shall not be held liable for improper or 
	 unsafe installations.

	 Fortress Posts must always be secured to the deck framing 
	 and should never be attached to only the deck boards.
Note
	 When cutting Fortress railing, it is very important to 
	 complete the following at cut points: 
	 •	 Remove all metal shavings from the cut area.
	 •	 File any sharp edges left by cutting. Thoroughly wipe and 	

	 remove any filings, grime, or dirt from the railing. 
	 •	 Apply two coats of Fortress zinc based touch-up paint to 	

	 the cut area. If touch up is at rail ends, allow paint to dry 	
	 before connecting bracket to post.

	 •	 Be sure to remove any metal shavings from the surface of 	
	 deck, patio, or balcony to prevent stains on the deck 

		  surface.

Torx Safety Tips
	 •	 Always use the lowest speed setting on drill. 
	 •	 To reduce chance of bit breakage, start tightening with drill 	

	 on low torque setting and work up until screw is secured.

	 •	 Store Infinity boards on a flat surface, supported every 
	 	 2’ [610mm]. Improper storage from supports >2’ [610mm]
	 	 O.C. can result in a waviness that will be visible when 
		  installed.
	 •	 Infinity boards are pre-finished.  As with any pre-finished 	 	

	 product, care must be taken prior to installation.
	 •	 Keep Infinity boards covered and protected from dirt, 
	 	 debris, mortar and cementicious material.
	 •	 Fortress WILL NOT be responsible for installation of 
		  blemished or damage product.
	 •	 We recommend testing the fasteners to gain 
	 	 understanding of their use and installed aesthetic.

	 •	 Infinity boards contract and expand in dimension in 
		  response to temperature changes. This dynamic must be

	 •	 The material and placement of furring materials to create
	 	 the drainage plane can affect the speed and aesthetic of

	 covered by the Fortress Building Products Warranty.
	 •	 Face Fasteners must be located 1-3/16” [30mm] from 	

	 board edges and ends.
	 •	 Ensure all installers are aware of and comply with all 
		  gapping and fastener setback requirements.

	 3.	 For attached deck installation, End Posts closest to wall

	 •	 For Attached Deck installation, the edges of the deck 		

	 boards facing the wall should also have a gapping of 
		  1/8" [3mm] between edge of board and wall.
	 5.	 Clamp each deck board onto framing once in desired 
	 	 position. As shown in Fig. 10.
	 6.	 Use HULK Metal Composite Deck Screws to face fasten 	 	

	 deck boards onto top face of framing. Reference Fig. 11 for 
		  recommended fastener spacing.
Tip:
	 •	 Square Edge Boards mounted on the U-Rim Joist will 
	 	 require hollowed holes to allow the board to avoid the 	 	

	 Evolution Self-drilling Screw heads and seat flush on the
	 	 Joist when mounted. Reference step 1: 3 - 5 of stair deck

	 •	 Use spacers like aluminum bar stock to facilitate 
	 	 installation with proper and consistent gapping.

Be sure the jagged edge of the clip is facing the 	 	
	 grooved board. As shown in Fig. 15 & 16.

	 2.	 Fasten Metal Screws on HULK Hidden Clips into joists or 	 	
	 Picture Frame Blocking. As shown in Fig. 17. Be sure

	 	 to keep both boards engaged with the HULK Hidden Clips 	 	
	 as you fasten.

	 •	 HULK hidden Clip screw should be driven into cavity of the
	 	 clip until tensioned against clip body. DO NOT over drive 		

	 screw past this point. As Shown In Fig. 18.
	 3.	 Insert the second cut Infill Grooved Board at an angle 
	 	 allowing it to engage with the exposed end of the HULK 		

	 Hidden Clips with Metal Screws. As shown in Fig. 19.
	 4.	 While pressing down, push the second Board towards the
	 	 first board with HULK Hidden Clips engaged with both
		  boards. As shown in Fig. 20. Be sure gapping at ends of 		

	 second board is consistent with gapping at ends of first 		
	 board.

	 5.	 Repeat Step 3: 1 - 4 until the second to last Infill Grooved 	 	
	 board.

	 3.	 Rip final Grooved Deck Board (cut along its length) to 
	 	 determined width. DO NOT rip through I-beam, must rip 	 	

	 through cavity.
	 4.	 Reference step 3: 1 - 4 on pages 18 - 20 for mounting final 	 	

	 Infill Grooved Board and HULK Hidden Clips into remaining
		  opening of deck. Position ripped side of board (now with	 	

	 out a groove) toward back of deck/picture frame board.
	 5.	 Reference step 2: 2 on page 18 for face fastening ripped 	 	

	 side of final Infill Grooved Board.

	 1.	 Cut the required amount of Square Edge Deck Board to
	 	 47-7/8” [1216mm] lengths. As shown in Fig. 23. Each Stair 		

	 Tray requires two deck boards.
	 2.	 Position first cut Square Edge Deck Board against the back 	 	

	 lip of the Stair Tray and center across the width of the Stair 	
	 Tray. As shown in Fig. 24.

	 3.	 With the Stair Tray in position, place a wood block on top 	 	
	 of the Square Edge Deck Board and strike it with a hammer 	
	 to mark the stair tray screw locations. As shown in 

	 	 Fig. 25 & 26. 
	 4.	 Turn the Square Edge Deck Board over and use a 1/2”
	 	 [13mm] drill bit to drill 1/8” [3mm] deep holes at each 	 	

	 screw location. This allows the Square Edge Deck Board to 		
	 lay flat on the Stair Tray. As shown in Fig. 27.

	 5.	 Confirm the fit of the Square Edge Deck Board on the Stair 		
	 Tray. Adjust as required.

	 6.	 Use HULK Metal Composite Deck Screws to fasten each
		  end of the deck board onto top face of stair frame. 
	 	 Reference Fig. 28 & 29 for recommended fastener spacing.
	 7.	 Position second cut Square Edge Deck Board flush with the 	

	 side face of the stair tray and spaced 1/8" [3mm] from the 		
	 first board. As shown in Fig. 30.

	 8.	 Repeat Step 1: 3 - 6. As shown in Fig. 31 - 35.
	 9.	 Repeat Step 1: 1 - 8 to install Square Edge Deck Boards 	 	

	 onto remaining steps in stair frame. As shown in Fig. 36.
Note:
	 •	 It is recommended to mark 47-7/8” [1216mm] on Square 		

	 Edge Deck Board prior to cutting. Be sure to cut along the 	 	
	 cut line to prevent tolerance stack from blade thickness, 

		  leaving the last board short. Length of stair tread is actually
	 	 to be 47-7/8" [1216mm].
	 •	 Mounted Square Edge Deck Board overhang will vary 	 	

	 based on rise/run of stair frame.

	 accuracy of bracket hole locations before drilling. 
	 1.	 Use Spring Punch to mark the holes. As shown in Fig. 40.
	 2.	 Pre-drill bracket holes with a 3/16” [5mm] drill bit. As 		

	 shown in Fig. 41.
	 3.	 Attach Bracket to the posts with supplied T-25 
	 	 Thread-Cutting Screws. Use two screws per bracket. Use 	 	

	 low speed setting on drill. As shown in Fig. 42.
	 4.	 Once top and bottom brackets are installed, remeasure    	 	

	 bracket spacing to confirm dimensions used in 
	 	 Fig. 38 & 39 of step 2. As shown in Fig. 43.
	 5.	 Remove all metal shavings from deck, post base 
		  cover, outside and inside of post, and panel before bracket 		

	 is screwed to post to prevent corrosion.
