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Step 1

Please put the two panels (A) together as shown.
Place all the parts on a clean, non-marring surface.

Step 2

As shown in the picture above, you should place the bottom of the Table 
Top (A) facing up. Secure the Fixing wood (E) using the Bolts (②) + 
Spring washers (③) + Flat washers (④) and the Allen Wrench ⑤. 
At this point in the assembly, DO NOT fully tighten the bolts.

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Step 3

As shown in the figure: Please fix the Leg Base Plate (C) and the Leg 
Column (D) using Bolts (②) + Spring washers (③) + Flat washers (④) 
and an Allen wrench(⑤).
Do not fully tighten the Bolts at this time.

As shown in the figure: Please fix the Leg Connecting plate (B) and the 
Leg Column (D) using Bolts (②) + Spring washers (③) + Flat washers 
(④) and an Allen wrench(⑤).
Note: DO NOT fully tighten the Bolts at this time.

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As shown in the figure: Please fix the assembled foot frame to the bottom 
of the Table Top(A) with Bolts(①)  + Spring washers(③) + Flat washers  
(④) and Allen wrench(⑤).
