3. Attach mounting plate (A) using outlet box screws (B) to the Q
outlet box (C) (not included).

Note: The side of the mounting plate (A) marked "GND" must
facing out.

4. Loosen screw (U) to remove bottom frame (T) from
fixture body. Insert clear glass panels (S) into channels
(R) of top fixture body, then align to slots of bottom
frame (T) and tighten with screw (U). (Fig.4)

5. The support cable is provided to support the weight of
the fixture while wiring. Align the fixture to mounting
plate (A) and attach hook on the end of support cable (L)
into a slot located on mounting plate (A). Carefully allow
the support cable (L) to support the weight of the fixture
while wiring (Fig.1)

6. Connect the electrical wires as shown in Fig.2. Make sure that
all wire connectors are secured.

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8. Align back plate (G) onto screws (D) and secure with silicone
gasket (J) and cylindroid nuts (H). Fig. 3

9. Attach (4) four square candle sleeves over the sockets then
press them onto the bottom square bump.

10. Install (4) four candelabra base bulbs up to 60 watts or CFL or
LED equivalent (not included) in accordance with the fixture
specification. DO NOT EXCEED THE MAXIMUM WATTAGE
