It is recommended you install the wine cooler in a place where the ambient temperature is between
19°C-24°C (66°F-75°F). If the ambient temperature is above or below recommended temperatures,
the performance of the unit may be affected. For example, placing your unit in extreme cold or hot
conditions may cause interior temperatures to fluctuate.

TROUBLESHOOTING GUIDE

You can solve many common wine cooler problems easily, saving you the cost of a possible service

call. Please try the suggestions below to see if you can solve the problem before emailing the
service team.

PROBLEM

In order to circulate the air and maintain the set temperature inside the cabinet the fans must cycle on
and off even when the compressor is off. The fans will cycle ON and OFF while the compressor is off
approximately every 20 seconds, this is called “Semi-speed status”. This cycle is normal and meant
both to circulate the air as well as ensure the continued operational status of the fans. If the fan stops
completely and does not complete this cycle the fan is non-operational.

This is simply a function of the cooling system. The lower the setting, the more the fan will run. If the room
is very warm, the cooler will run more. The unit has been designed to run continuously when operating at

the lower temperatures.
