4.Make sure inlet pipes and supply valves have no impurities
and are cleaned, with no impurities in the pipeline.

5.After installation, check all joints for leakages.

6.Do not leave the rain shower system exposed to

a severely corrosive environment.

Do's

1.In order to keep the mixer surface bright, please clean the

mixer regularly.

2.Rinse the faucet with clean water and wipe it with a soft

3.Use one of the following cleaners to remove dirt from

the surface: a. Mild liquid cleaner. b. Colorless glass cleaner

and powder cleaner that do not cause abrasion and can be

dissolved completely. c. Polish liquid that does not cause abrasion.

Don'ts

a. Avoid using cleaning powder, harsh cleaning chemicals, brushes and coarse cloth
to prevent scratching and friction.

b. Do not use acid cleaners to clean the faucet as they may cause surface corrosion
of the faucet. If the faucet is exposed to harmful acid substances, please rinse

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¢ Bathtub Spout Installation Steps
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Step1: Loosen the screw beneath the water outlet tap and remove the bathtub spout
connector. Wrap PTFE tape around the connector to ensure a watertight seal.

Step2: Insert the bathtub spout connector into the pre-drilled hole in the wall and securely
tighten it using a hex screwdriver.

Step3: Attach the bathtub spout by inserting its end into the pre-installed wall fitting, then
firmly retighten the screw. Ensure that the water outlet is aligned directly downward.

¢ Installation of the Shower Arm and Shower Head

.To prevent potential damage, attach the shower arm to the flange before screwing it into
the riser connection. As shown in the diagram, wrap sealing tape around the external
threads on one end of the shower arm, then connect it securely to the water supply pipe
in the wall.

2.Refer to the diagram to properly attach the shower head to the shower arm.

3.Avoid over-tightening the shower head, as it is designed with a 360° swivel connection.

Notice: 1. The installation depth of the main body should be no less than 2 3/16"(55mm)
and no more than 3 1/8"(80mm), including the thickness of the tile. Otherwise,
the deck plate cannot be installed.

2. The opening size of ceramic tile shall be smaller than the deck plate size.

1.As shown in the diagram, the inlet and outlet pipes should be pre-buried. Please ensure the correct
orientation of the pre-buried main body during installation.

2.Before tiling, turn on the water to test whether the left and right inlet pipes are securely connected
and free of leaks. Then, adjust the flow switch to the "on" position to check for leaks in the mixed
outlet pipes.

1.Make marks according to the size of the main body valve, and then drill anchors into
the wall (concrete wall).

2.Lock the main body to wood directly with screws (wood wall).

3.When installing the main body, please mark the UP side up and do not install it
upside down.

A Please note that the level meter should be parallel to the wall; otherwise, the deck
plate cannot be installed.

2.Please fix the main body to the wall install deck plate ,water diverter screw and water
diverter cap step by step.

3. Install the handle with the screw and handle cap.

Paso 2: Coloque el conector de la salida de bafiera en el orificio previamente perforado en la
paredy ajustelo utilizando un destornillador hexagonal.

Paso 3: Inserte el extremo del conector de la salida de bafiera en el conector que ya esta
instalado en la pared y vuelva a apretar los tornillos. Asegurese de que la salida quede
orientada directamente hacia abajo.
