Keeping your dishwasher clean improves its performance, reduces unnecessary
repairs, and lengthens its life,

CLEANING THE EXTERIOR

11's best to clean splils on the outelde of yowr dishwasher as they ocour. Uss-a scft, damp cloth an-ihe
conired pansl to gently wipe away pllls and duat. Do not use benzens, wax, thinner, chiorine bleach, or
alcohal. These malensts may discalor the niner walts end cawse stains. Do not cisan the dighwasher by
sprinkling watsr over It and avald lBiting water come Into cantact with amy of the slectrical pars.

rj It your dishiwasher hes 2 stanisss steal door parel, you San clean i with a ateinless atesl clesnar for
Home Applances or a almilar praduct uaing & clean, soft cloth.

CLEANING THE INTERIOR

Clean the intaror of your dshwesher pencdicaly to remove any dirt ar food particles. Wipe the inside of
the dishwesner and tha Inner part of the door with & wet dshokath, We secommend filing the detangent
dispenear with dish detergent, and then running the dishwasher ampty pedoccally using-either the Marmal
wr Express 60 cyole wih 1he sanitize option. The will keep your dshwesher clean.
