12. 12Attach shells, strand A (J) and strand B (K) to 
fixture (A) by inserting jump ring in 
corresponding hole on fixture (A). 
NOTE: Shells strands labeled “A” (J) should 
be inserted on the TOP row of the fixture (A); 
all shells strands labeled “B” (K) should be 
inserted on the BOTTOM row of the fixture 
(A). 

11. Carefully arrange excess wiring and wire 
connectors (AA) within outlet box. Align holes 
in canopy (E) with screws (C) in mounting 
strap (B) and push up on canopy (E). Secure 
canopy (E) to mounting strap (B) using the
