NOTE* Two extra threaded inserts are included in BAG PREP-EXTRA. Tha's all you get. The inserts will replace any
stripped inserts in the tailgate ammo cans, but NOT THE CENTER VERT, so hand tighten until snug only! You can
also screw the inserts back inif dislocated. There is a straight screwdriver slof on the underside of the insert.

TAILGATE ammo cans have wide bottoms; GABSIDE ammo cans have narrow bottoms.
NOTE: You will need a buddy to help with exactly two steps, not including draining the sixpack or Snapping
pics of you posing.

AMMO GAN DRAIN HOLES

* Do you use a tonneau or shell over your DECKED system?
There is no need to drill holes.
* Does your DECKED system live outside?
The ammo cans will get water in them. You'll need to drill holes in the ammo cans.
There are fwo dimples in the bottom of each ammo can. Drill a 1/2" hole at each dimple. A smaller hole
will get clogged.
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+ There are 3 SHIMS provided:

+ Using the information in the respective circular detail views:
a) Clean the surfaces thoroughly where the shims will be located (isopropyl alcohol is recommended),
h) Remove the layer of fape on the bottom of the shim to expose the adhesive surface.
c) Place the shim and apply with pressure.

+ Remove cabside factory tie-downs on both sides of truck bed (T30 Torx driver) and SAVE THE BOLTS.

+ Aluminum and coated steel don't like each other, so the Aluminum Ford F150's require a shim between both
cabside ammo can brackets and the truck. Install cabside ammo can brackets on both sides of the fruck with the
soft rubber shim placed between the bracket and the sidewall: BAG PREP DF5.

NOTE: Use factory tie down bolts for DECKED brackets.

+ There are three pre-installed gaskets - one on the center vert, one on each underside of the decks where they rest
onthe center vert. Do yours look weird? See them here; DECKED.COM/GASKETS
+ Place C-channel on the inside ledges of a cabside ammo can and a failgate ammo can.

» The end of the C-channel with the endplate must rest on the cabside ammo can.
+ \lerify that the failgate ammo can's axle is closest to the failgate; if not, grab the other failgate ammao can.

+ Loosely bolt C-channel to the two ammo cans. Make sure the bolt head is on the C-channel side, not inside the
ammo can: BAG G-CHANNELS. Don't fighten yer.

+ Line up the driver's side deck (sficker on end of deck panel indicates LEFT/DRIVER) on top of the
C-channel/ammo can assembly and the center vert bosses. NOTE: Tailgate side of the center vert has an axle
installed: the center vert and ammo can axles must be on the tailgate end (not cabside end) of the assembly.

 Bolt the deck fo the ammo cans; BAG BOLT-BAG for the tailgate ammo can, BAG GS AMMO GAN for the cabside ammo can.
+ Now go back and tighten the loose bolts connecting the ammo cans to the G-channel.

+ Bolt the deck to the center vert; BAG BOLT-BAG: Do not use power fools!

+ Grab your buddy to help you liff the assembly info the driver side of the fruck bed.

+ Now go hack and tighten the loose bolts connecting the ammo cans to the G-channel.

+ [nsert the J-hook through the tailgate hole on the passenger side tailgate ammo can and loop J-hook through fie
down or mounting bracket in bed. Assemble with black spherical washer, flat washer and nut; BAG J8.
Don't tighten vet. If you do, you won't be able fo center the System properly in your bed.

+ Insert the J-hook through cabside hole on the passenger side cabside ammo can and loop J-hook through tie
down or mounting bracket in bed. Assemble with black spherical washer, flat washer and nut; BAG J5.
Don't tighten yet. IMPORTANT: Leave all )-hook nuts loose until entire deck is in place.

+ Insert the J-hook through the cabside hole on the driver side cabside ammo can and loop J-hook through tie down
or mounting bracket in bed. Assemble with black spherical washer, flat washer and nut: BAG J5. Don't tighten yet,

+ Insert the J-hook through the tailgate hole on the driver side tailgate amma can and loop J-hook through tie down
or mounting bracket in bed. Assemble with black spherical washer, flat washer and nut: BAG J8. Don't tighten yet.

MAKE SURE THE CENTER VERT IS IN THE GENTER OF YOUR BED; the gaps on either sidewall may not be equal
because the world isn’t perfect and neither is your truck bed.

+ Alternately and gradually tighten all J-hooks fo ensure DECKED is centered and secure. Do not tighten one side of
J-hooks all the way in one step. DO NOT OVERTIGHTEN J-HOOKS!
NOTE: If the DECKED system is noticeably “crowned”, the J-hooks are too tight.

+ Install the window covers in the cabside ammo cans (from inside the ammo can).

+ Install a tube brace in each drawer with two 3/4" length bolts; BAG DRAWER 1, BAG DRAWER 3.
+ Attach wheels onto the drawer brackets with a 7/32" hex wrench: BAG WHEELS.

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INSTALL: DRAWER HANDLES

» One drawer handle assembly needs to be installed.
+ Save yourself the headache, watch this short installation video: DECKED.com/videohandle.

» From the underside of drawer, place the springs info the cavities on either side of the handle slots,
red spring=right spring; BAG HANDLE. NOTE: Each spring arm should point inward, not outward.

+ Install a clevis pin through each outside drawer hole and through spring: BAG HANDLE.

+ With DECKED logo facing outward, insert the handle ends behind the spring arms. Rotate the arms of the handle foward
the clevis pins, pulling the spring arm downward. When the handle hole s lined up with the clevis pin, push the pin
through the handle hole and through the inside drawer hole. Repeat on the other side of the handle.

+ Install a hair pin through the clevis pin: BAG HANDLE.

+ Install the drawer by sliding wheels into their two channels (C-channel and center vert), and slide drawer all the
way forward unfil closed.

+ Install the remaining tailgate side wheels onto their axles; BAG WHEELS.

NOTE: Placing a spacer under the drawer to raise it into position makes this easier
(ammo can lids work well, or a small piece of 2x2 or 2x4 is even hetter).

+ [nstall the weather strips on the tailgate side drawer edge: With the weatherstrip wiper facing cabside, line up one
end with the side of the drawer and place on the fop drawer edge, firmly pressing down on the weatherstrip as you
move along the drawer edge.

NOTE: Facing the weather stripping the wrong way will funnel water info drawer: BAD!

+ When the weatherstripis fully seated along the fop edge, frim off any that extends beyond the drawer edge with

wire cutters. Watch out for the sfainless wire coil inside; it's sharp!
