CARE AND MAINTENANCE:

to prevent water spots or mineral buildup, 
especially in hard water areas.

• Regularly inspect the faucet and connections for 
any signs of leaks or drips.

• Avoid using harsh chemicals, steelwool, scouring 
pads or abrasive  sponges as they can scratch and 
damage.

• Avoid products containing ammonia, bleach, or 
acidic substances (like lemon or vinegar in 
undiluted form), which can damage or discolor 
the faucet.

1. Ensure the o-ring (3) is on the faucet base and Insert it into the hole in the 
counter or sink. (See image a)

2. Secure the faucet with fixing kit (4,5, 6,7) and tighten the lock nut with 
basin wrench. (See image b)

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3. Connect the hot and cold water inlet hoses (2) to the corresponding 
angle stops and tighten it with adjustable wrench. Do not over-tighten. 
Make sure connect the hot and cold flexible hose to angle stops correctly. 
(See image c)

4. Turn the faucet handle all the way on, turn on hot and cold water supply 
and flush water lines for one minute. 

5. Check all connections at arrows for leaks, re-tighten it if necessary. 
    Do not over-tighten. (See image d)
