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ASSEMBLY INSTRUCTIONS

STEP 1

Place FRAMES (D) upside down so that the ‘
black circular receivers are on the floor and ﬁ

approximately SHELF (C) width apart.

Align the holes in the SHELF (C) with the
bottom of the FRAME (D), making sure that the
SHELF Lip is facing downwards.

G c(1) F(2) G(2) D(2) H(1)

Screw the LOCKING CASTERS (F) into the
bottom of FRAMES (D), securing the SHELF (C)
in-between. Please make sure the LOCKING
CASTERS (F) are installed on the same side.

Screw the NON-LOCKING CASTERS (G) into the
bottom of the FRAME (D), securing the SHELF
(C) in-between. Tighten all CASTERS (F, G) with
the provided WRENCH (H).

Use the provided caster wrench to tighten
completely. Failure to do as instructed could
result in the caster stem breaking.

STEP 2 4_1

Attach the CAP CATCHER (E) to the TUB (A)
by sliding it downward, over the metal notch.

STEP 3

Carefully turn cart right side
up. Set TUB (A) on top of
Cart. Make sure the Tub Feet
sit securely inside the
receivers on top of the
FRAME (D).

STEP 4

Set LID (B) on top of TUB (A).

Clean the inside of the Cooler thoroughly
before using.

Remember to drain remaining water and remove un-melted ice after use. Wipe dry for
storage.

Avoid harsh, abrasive cleaners, and other corrosive chemicals.

Do not use scouring pad for cleaning.

Keep dry and avoid damp environments.

Use a quality stainless steel cleaner and follow instructions that come with the cleaner.
Wipe ALONG the grain (NOT against).
