(BB). NOTE: If the outlet box screws
required for your outlet box are of a
different size than the machine screws
(BB), consult a licensed electrician before
proceeding. Tighten machine screws (BB)
to secure mounting strap (B).

A CAUTION: Make sure the outlet box
can support 35 Ibs. hanging weight. Use
metal outlet box; plastic outlet boxes are
not recommended.

The lights will blink twice to
confirm that each fixture has paired to the
remote.

If you wish to un-pair a remote from one or
both fixtures, power them both on. Within
30 seconds hold down the “RGB On/Off”
button for 5 seconds. The lights will blink
twice to confirm they have un-paired to the
remote.

If you wish to pair one remote to one fixture,
turn on fixture 1 and hold down the “On/Off’
button for 5 seconds within the first

30 seconds on one remote. The light will
blink twice to confirm that each fixture has
paired to the remote. Then turn on fixture

2 and hold down the “On/Off” button for

5 seconds within the first 30 seconds on the
other remote. The light will blink twice to
confirm that each fixture has paired to the
remote.
