Connect wires as below wires connection shown. REFER TO THE FOLLOWING CHARTS, NEVER CONNECT 
OTHER WIRES TO GROUND WIRES.

Carefully pass the supply wires from the 
outlet box through mounting plate (F).

NOTE:To drill the holes in the wall for 
anchors (A), attach mounting plate (F) to 
wall with screws ( B & C )

1) Attach mounting plate (F) to outlet 
box and then mark the position of 
holes in the wall with a pen as shown 
in the illustration.

2) Drill holes and gently knock anchors 
(A) into the marked holes until 
anchors (A) are level with the wall.

3) Secure mounting plate (F) to the wall 
with screwing anchor screws (C) into 
anchors (A) and mounting screws (B) 
into holes of mounting plate (F).

• Twist wires together with plastic wire connectors until tightly joined.
• Wrap each connector with approved electrical tape. 
• Be sure that no wire strands are exposed and then carefully tuck all wires into the outlet box.
