1. Unscrew the plastic nut from the lever arm by turning it clockwise.

2. Insert the lever arm through the square hole on the tank's front side.

3. Secure the lever arm by tightening the plastic nut counterclockwise.

4. Attach the chain from the flapper to the trip lever arm.
Ensure the chain length allows the flapper to fully raise when the trip lever is activated.
Retain 5 or 6 extra chain links for potential future adjustments.

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STEP 7. Install Water Supply Pipe and Test Flush

1. Connect the cold water line to the tank using either a straight or angle stop. First, place the washer,
followed by the plastic nut, onto the tank end of the connecting pipe. Adjust the pipe to align with the inlet
hole on the water regulator and tighten all coupling nuts securely.
