Operating the fan with a variable (Rheostat) wall controller or dimmer switch could result in 

damage to the ceiling fan's remote control unit.

Mount the bracket to the ceiling and use suitable screws for the accessories to secure it 
based on the type of ceiling material.
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Take out the downrod pin of the 8" downrod assembly. Then,assemble the canopy
 cover and coupling cover to the downrod.

After tightening the lock screw, install the lamp body accessories and the accessories below
 the host in turn to their respective positions.

Adjust the mainframe to the proper lock screw position.
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Rotate the lamp body fitting up to the proper position and fix it in place.
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Check to ensure all connections are tight, including the ground connection, and that no bare 

wire is visible at the wire connectors, except for the ground wire. Do not operate this fan with a 

variable (Rheostat) wall controller or dimmer switch, as using such a controller or switch could 

damage the ceiling fan's remote control unit.

controls, which may cause abnormal operation of the fan.DO  NOT USE a

Solid State variable speed control.

6.If the remote controller is not paired, please refer to Page 10 for the pairing instructions.

1.Check that all blades are screwed firmly into the motor housing. Then, check                                   check 
for wobble.
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2.Make sure that the canopy and mounting bracket are tightened securely to the ceiling 

junction box,and that the junction box is mounted firmly to thceiling joist. Check for wobble 

again.
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
