Stand the Table up.

Place the Table on a LEVEL SURFACE.

Apply pressure firmly downwards on the Table Top(B) with both hands.

This will help to align all parts at all joints.

Then proceed to tighten all Bolts. When tightening the Bolts, tighten sequentially.
DO NOT tighten any Bolt fully and then move on to the next one.

If there are still wobbles, loosen the Bolts and execute this same process.
Note: This step is done best with the assistance of a second adult.
