TROUBLE SHOOTING

SUGGESTED REMEDYPROBLEM

1.Check main and branch circuit fuses o r circuit breakers.

2. Make sure forward/reverse switch i s firmly in bottom or top position.

Fan will not operate when switch is in the middle.

3. Make sure that the wall contro l is turned "ON"

4. Check line wire connections to fan and switch wire connections in

switch housing.CAUTION: Make sure main power is turned off.lf fan does

not star 5. Make sure battery has power, change battery(2*AAA) to try again.t

7.The motor or receiver or remote controller is fault, contact our custom

6.The remote controller is not paired,  check Page.10 to pair.

1. Make sure all screws in motor housing are snug.(not over tightened)

2. Make sure the screws which attach the fan blade bracket to the motor

are tight.

3. Made sure the blade is correctly installed,"UP " side up.

4.Too close to the wall, make sure the blades at least 3ft to the wall.

5. Make sure wire connectors in switch housing are not rattling against

noisy each other or against the interior wall of the switch housing.
CAUTION: Make sure main power is turned off before enter ing switch

housing.

6.Some fan motors are sensitive to siignals from Solid State variable

speed controls. DO NOT US E a Solid State variable speed control.

7.Allow "break
-
in" period of 24 hours. Most noises associated with a new

fan will disappear after this period.

All blades are weighed and grouped by weight.

The following procedures should eliminate most of the wobble.

5. Interchanging two adjacent blades could redist ribute the weight and

possibly result i n smoother operation.
6.The balancin g kit should only b e use d if there is an unacceptable

amount o f fan wobble after completing all the steps:

How to usebalancingkit
(1) Turn the fan on an d set th e speed contro l setting to a speed at which

the wobble i s the greatest.

(2) Tur n off th e fan and allow it to come to a complete stop. Select one

blad e and pl ace the balance cli p on it, halfway between th e blad e holder

and th e blade ti p on the trailing edg e of th e blade.

(3) Turn th e fan on. Note whethe r the wobble ha s increased or decreased.
Turn the fan off, move the cl i p to another blade, and retest. Repeat this

procedure on all blades, noting th e blade on which th e greatest

improvement is achieved.
(4) Move the clip back to the blade that showed the greatest improvement.

Move the clip inward and outward on this blade and operate the fan to find

the position where the clip gives the greatest improvement.

(5) Remove the clip an d install a balancin g weigh t to the top of the blade

alon g the centerline, nea r the point where the cl i p wa s positioned.

( 6) lf the fan wobbl e problem ha s not been corrected, you can try to

improve the balancing further by using th e balancing clip and additional

weights
