The distance between the finished floor and the center of the wall 
drain exit, "Rough-in", must be about 7". 

The PVC-U pipe of the wall drain exit should extend beyond the 
finished wall by about 0.4"-0.5".

The water supply should be approximately 7.9"-9.8" to the left (when 
facing the bowl) of the toilet, and approximately 5.9"-7.9" above the 
finished floor. (Only applicable for the wall water supply.)

BEFORE INSTALLATION
Ensure that your bathroom has a drain exit and the cold water supply in 
place.

In order for your new toilet to fit correctly, please check the following 
dimensions:

Water Supply: If your cold water line is through the wall, install an Angle 
Stop. If it runs through the floor, install a Straight Stop.

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START INSTALLATION

Shut Off Water Supply: Ensure the water supply valve is fully turned off.
Flush and Empty: Depress the flush handle to drain water from the tank. Then 
manually remove any remaining water from the tank or bowl using a sponge or 
towel.
Disconnect the Supply Line: Carefully detach the water supply line connected to 
the tank.
Detach the Toilet: First, take off any decorative caps on the base of the toilet. 
Next, unscrew the nuts fastening the toilet to the floor.
Lift Away the Toilet: With a firm grip, lift the toilet off its base and set it aside or 
dispose of it according to local regulations.
Prepare for New Installation: Clean the wall outlet and mounting area, removing 
any old hardware or sealant. Ensure that the carrier frame or in-wall system is 
secure and ready for installation.

If the toilet's drain exit cannot be connected to the wall drain exit, please use an 
"Extension Pipe", and ensure that there is no leakage at the junction. You can also 
cut the “Extension Pipe” as needed.

Align the toilet's drain exit with the wall drain exit and place the toilet bowl on the 
ground.

Step 4: Connect The Toilet To The Drain Outlet/Macerator Pump

Place the toilet at the designated spot.
Mark the points at the mounting holes, then remove the toilet. Mark additional points 
based on the thickness of the toilet sidewalls, then position the brackets to mark 
where to drill.
Drill the mounting holes at the marked points, then insert the expansion anchors.
Place a washer onto each of the hexagon screws and fix the brackets to the floor.

Step 3: Determine The Toilet Installation Location

Position the macerator pump at the intended spot before mounting the toilet if needed.
Note:

Attach one end of the rigid or flexible extension pipe to the toilet's outlet. Attach 
the other end of the pipe to A or B as shown below.

① (Optional) Apply PVC primer and cement (if using PVC pipe).

② Attach the other end of the extension pipe to the drain outlet.

① Ensure the pump is properly positioned before connecting.

   (Note: Place the clamp to the toilet outlet before connecting the EXTENSION PIPE.) 

② Attach the other end of the extension pipe to the pump's inlet. 

③ Secure the clamp and tighten it with a screwdriver.

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Install the plastic sleeves and use the screws to fix the toilet to the brackets.

Position the tank-to-bowl gasket over the tank nut, ensuring there is no gap 
between the gasket and the tank.
Insert the two tank bolts with cone washers into the tank mounting holes. Lift 
the tank and guide the bolts to align the tank with the bowl.
Place the washers and nuts in order. Alternately tighten the nuts to secure the 
tank to the toilet bowl.

Ensure the chain length allows the flapper to fully raise when the lever is 
activated. Keep 5 or 6 extra chain links for potential future adjustments.

Step 7: Install The Water Supply Pipe And Test Flush

Connect the water supply line. We offer a ⁷/₈″ to ¹/₂″ fill valve pipe adapter. Use 
the adapter if needed.

Tighten the supply line securely and turn on the water supply. Please Do Not 
Overtighten.

Avoid using plumber's putty, pipe dope, or any other sealants on the water supply connection 
to this tank. 
If a leak occurs after hand-tightening, consider replacing the supply line. 
If the leakage persists with a new supply line, it may be necessary to replace the fill valve.

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TROUBLESHOOTING GUIDE

When servicing or replacing any components, be sure the water supply is 
shut off and the toilet is flushed.

WARNING

Water supply valve closed.

Supply line blocked.

Flush valve chain too loose or 
disconnected.

Open valve and allow water to fill tank.

Shut off water supply, disconnect supply line 
and inspect its accessories. Reassemble.

Readjust chain length as required.

Tank water level too low.

SYMPTOMS

PROBABLE CAUSES REMEDIES

Adjust the fill valve to raise water level in tank. 
(Scan the QR code below to watch the steps 
from 00:49 for reference.)

Flapper seal leaking or 
deformed.

Clean debris from seal surface. Replace 
flapper seal as needed.

Readjust chain length as needed. Review
