Care and Maintenance

Shut off main power supply before cleaning product or changing light bulbs. To clean, wipe with damp cloth. Do not use abrasive
cleaners or cleaners that contain alcohol.

Assembly Instructions

Drill hole 1. Drill (2) @1/4 (@6.4mm) holes for plastic anchor.

AR J Install plastic anchor (AA) into to surface. Mount back plate
(B) to the surface using mounting screw (BB) to secure tightly

against the surface.
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Mount back plate (B) onto outlet box. Using the mounting
screws supplied with the outlet box (not included).
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2. Strip 3/8” of insulation from the electrical wire ends. Using
wire nuts (CC), connect the WHITE fixture wire to the WHITE
supply wire from the outlet box; connect the BLACK fixture
wire to the BLACK supply wire from the outlet box.

Connect the fixture GROUND wire and supply GROUND wire

using a wire nut or by fastening to the ground screw on the
back plate. Push all of the wire connections carefully into the )
outlet box. o

3. Attach the fixture (A) to the back plate (B) using the screw (C), tighten the fixture against the mounting
surface.
