3.3 ASSEMBLY

ALWAYS unplug this fireplace heater before assembly or cleaning, or before relocating.

KEEP drapery and other furnishings at least 3ft /0.9m from the front and sides of the
electric fireplace.

AFTER installation, ensure that there is 20.004 ni ventilation area between the inside
and outside of the fireplace mantel.

Carefully place crystal stones into the bottom tray on the front of the appliance as illustrated.

During shipment, installation, handling,
etc., the partially reflective glass may collect dust particles; these can be removed by dusting lightly with a clean, dry cloth.
To remove fingerprints or other marks, the partially reflective glass can be cleaned with a damp cloth. The partially reflective

glass should be completely dried with a lint-free cloth to prevent water spots. To prevent scratching, do not use abrasive

cleaners.
