Step A1 » e According to your desired hanging height to choose and use tubes (H).
Then pass the fixture wires through the chosen tubes (H).
e Screw all the chosen tubes (H) onto the top of sockets assembilies (l). Hand tighten till snug.

Step A2 » Attach quick links (G) to loops (F) on canopy (E) and the top of tubes (H).
Carefully pass the fixture wires through loops (F), quick link (G) and canopy (E).

Step B2 » Attach mounting plate (C) to the outlet box with mounting screws (B).

Step B3 » If needed, shorten the length of fixture wires. At this point, the remaining wire length measured
above mounting plate (C) is at least 6".

Step B6 » 1) Install bulbs (not included) (Please do not exceed the maximum wattage recommended on the
socket.)

2) Remove screws (M) from sockets (L), and carefully place glass shades (K) on sockets (L), then
secure them with screws (M).
