1. Turn power off at the circuit breaker or the fuse box.

3. Fasten the ground wire to the green or bare
copper wire in the outlet box.

4. Fasten the white fixture lead to the white wire in the outlet box
with an approved fastener (wire nut). Tightly wrap the connection
with electrical tape so that the connection seals the end of the fastener.

TO AVOID THE RISK OF FIRE OR SHOCK, FIXTURE MUST BE INSTALLED IN COMPLIANCE WITH

6. Align the holes on the canopy with the holes on the mounting bracket, then fix the canopy with the decoration part.

7. Use the lamp holder out ring to tighten the shade onto the lamp holder.

8. Install the lamps (light bulbs).
NOTE: This fixture is rated for Max 60 watt type .

9.Restore power at the circuit breaker or the fuse box.
