1. Carefully remove the fixture from the carton and check that all parts and accessories are
included as shown in the above illustration.

3. Unscrew knob nuts (G) from canopy (E) then remove =] E
mounting plate (C).
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4. 1) According to your desired hanging height to choose

and use tubes (H).
Then pass the fixture wires through the chosen tubes

(H), stem (l), swivel joint (F) and canopy (E).

2) Screw stem (l) onto the top of iron frame (J).

Be sure that all the threaded pipes are tightened, then
screw the chosen tubes (H) onto swivel joint (F) and the
top of stem (l). Hand tighten till snug.

5. Attach mounting plate (C) to the outlet box with
mounting screws (B).

Twist wires together with plastic wire connectors until tightly joined, and wrap each connector
with approved electrical tape. Be sure that no wire strands are exposed and then carefully tuck

all wires into the outlet box.
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7. Raise canopy (E) to the ceiling and secure canopy (E)
in place by tightening knob nuts (G) onto the pre- CEILING
assembled screws in mounting plate (C).

Note: canopy (E) should be snug against the ceiling
and knob nuts (G). If not, adjust the threaded length
on mounting plate assembly (C) by unscrewing the
pre-assembled hex nuts and then screwing the pre-
assembled screws in or out of mounting plate (C)
until the length is achieved. Tighten the hex nuts
and back to step 7.

8. 1) Thread screws (M) through pairs of plastic washers
(L), glass (N) and iron frame (J), then secure them with
nuts (K).

Hand tighten till snug.
