Assembly Instructions

Tools Needed: Allen Wrench - Provided
Please read all instructions before assembly.

Step 1: Insert Casters (H) into Chair Base (G). Place Base Cap (F) onto the top of the Chair

Base (G) and insert Gas Lift (E) into the hole in center of Base (G).

Step 2: Place Chair Seat (B) upside-down on a level, non-abrasive surface. Attach Arms (D) to

Chair Seat (B) using Washers (K) and 1.125" Screws (1). Tighten with Allen Wrench (M).

Step 3: Place Seat Mechanism (C) on Chair Seat (B) and align the four holes in the mechanism

with the holes in Chair Seat (B). Secure into place with four Washers (L) and four 1" Screws (J),
Tighten with Allen Wrench (M).

Step 4: Attach Chair Back (A) to Chair Seat (B) by sliding the Seat Back (A) into Seat

Mechanism (C) and securing with four Washers (L) and four 1" Screws (J) as shown.
Tighten with Allen Wrench (M).

Step 5: Carefully place the assembled Chair Frame onto Gas Lift (E), aligning the hole in the Seat

Mechanism (C) with Gas Lift (E). Press down on the Chair Seat (B) to secure in place.
