Propar maintenance of the Range Hood will assure proper performance of the unit.

MOTOR

The mator is permanently lubricated and never needs olling. If the motor beanings make
axcassive or unusual noise, replace the motor with the exact serice motor, The fan blade should
also ba replaced.

GREASE FILTER(S)

The grease filter(s) should be claaned Trequently. Use a warmn dishwashing detergent solution,
Graase lilers ane dishwasher sale.

Claan all-matal fillers in the dishiwashar using a non-phosphale detargant, Discoloration of the
filtears may ocour if using phosphalae detergants, or as a resull of local waler conditions - but this
will not aflect filter padormance, This discoloration is not covered by the warranty,

NON-DUCTED RECIRCULATION FILTER(S)

The non-ducted recirculation filter(s) should be changed every 3 to & months. Replace more ofien
if your cooking style generates extra grease, such as frying and wok cooking. Refer to installation
instructions includad with non-ducted recirculation filkars).

EZ1 one-person installation system

EZ1 installation is designad for use with kitchan cabinets that have the same width designation
as the range hood width, f the cabinet is greater than 1/2" widear than the range hood width,
please use the standard installation method.

1] Use the proper lemplate for verical OR horizonlal discharge (included) for placement of
ductwork and electrical cutout in cabinet or wall. For a non-ducted installation, O NOT cut a
duct accass hole, only cut the hola for electnical wiring. K replacing a hood and plan to use
the existing duct and electrical, steps 2 fo 5 may not bo necessary. f so, skip fo slop 6.

2] Measure and mark the hood center line on cabinat botiom.

3] Align the center line on lemplale with the hood center line marked on the bottom of the
cabinet, placing the edge (where indicated) of the templale against back wall. When using
