About This Variety: Calla Pink Jewel showcases stunning pink blooms that radiate delicate beauty. The 
flowers of Pink Jewel calla lilies exhibit various shades of pink, ranging from soft pastels to deeper, more 
vibrant hues, creating a captivating display of color. Sturdy stems, spear-shaped leaves and velvety 
textured blooms.

Growing Instructions: It is easy to grow callas. They prefer loose well-drained soil, planted in full sun or 
partial shade in warmer climates. Plant after threat of frost has passed. The ‘eyes’ or growing points 
should be facing upwards when planted. Water liberally during the growing season as they should not 
be dry at any time.

Care Tip: Calla bulbs are only summer hardy, so be prepared to dig them up in fall or treat them as an 
annual in areas receiving frost in the winter.

Spacing: Plant 18-24” apart, 5” deep
