8 inches of lead wire, then cut the excess wire off with
wire cutters (not included).

If you decided to cut back the lead wire in Step 4, strip
1/2 in. of insulation from the end of the white wire.
Twist the stripped ends of each strand of wire within
the insulation with pliers (not included). Repeat the
step for the black wire.

At least twice each year, lower the canopy to check the downrod assembly, and then tighten all
screws on the fan. Clean the motor housing with only a soft brush or lint-free cloth to avoid scratching
the finish. Clean the blades with a lint-free cloth.

Total fixture wattage is 22.5 watts; do not attempt to replace LED.

Battery Replacement for Remote: Use A23, 12 V alkaline battery. WARNING: Keep batteries out
of reach of children. May be fatal if swallowed. In the event that a battery is swallowed, immediately
consult a doctor. Non-rechargeable batteries are not to be recharged. Batteries are to be inserted

with the correct polarity. Exhausted batteries are to be removed from the product. Do not dispose of
batteries in fire, as they may explode or leak.

Any replacement of defective parts from the ceiling fan must be reported within the first year from the
date of purchase. For the balance of the warranty, call our customer service department for return
authorization and shipping instructions so that we may repair or replace the ceiling fan. Any fan or
parts returned improperly is the sole responsibility of the purchaser. There is no other expressed
warranty. The manufacturer disclaims any and all warranties. The duration of any implied warranty
which cannot be disclaimed is limited to the time period as specified in the expressed warranty. The
manufacturer shall not be liable for incidental, consequential, or special damages arising out of or

in connection with product use or performance except as may otherwise be accorded by law. This
warranty gives specific legal rights, and you may also have other rights which vary from state to state.

This warranty supersedes all prior warranties.
