This Sofa has multiple parts and may require up to 30 minutes to assemble. To give
you an overview of the Sofa parts, the above picture is to help you put the various
parts into perspective. Please read through the instructions below to familiarise yourself
with the parts and steps before assembly.
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CARTON CONTENT:
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2.Insert the dowels of Seat Panel 1(C) and Backrest Panel 1(D) into the
mountings in the Left Arm Panel 1 (A) using Screw ((3) ) with Allen Wrench
