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Step A1: Adjust the fixture wires in joints (H).
Put two parts of joints (H) together, and secure them with studs (I).

Adjust sockets (G) and then tighten studs (I).
Step A2: Unscrew screws (F) from back plate (E), then set them aside for later installation.

Step A3: Carefully pass the supply wires from the outlet box through mounting plate (C).
Secure mounting plate (C) to the outlet box with mounting screws (A).
