For installation distances, MaceratingFlo 750W Pump supports up to 36ft 
below sewer lines and 328ft from the soil stack. 

The 600W Pump allows for 30ft below sewer lines and 262ft from the soil 
stack.

BEFORE INSTALLATION
Read the installation instructions included with the MaceratingFlo unit. Identify 
all provided components and acquire any needed NPS 1″ or 1 ¼″ PVC pipes and 
fittings, along with PVC fasteners, cleaner, primer, and glue.

3. Cut into the soil stack material and install a Y-connector for the macerator 
discharge pipe.

2. Choose the installation location within the maximum distance range:

If you plan to connect additional fixtures to the MaceratingFlo unit, 
they must be on the same structural level.

5. Establish or access a fresh water supply in the installation area, with a shut-off 
valve and water line prepared in advance. Use cold water (below 131°F) for toilet 
installation.

6. A nearby 15-amp circuit is needed to operate the macerator pump. Due to 
proximity to water, the circuit should be protected with a Ground Fault Circuit 
Interrupter (GFCI) in actual installations.

When installing with a concealed macerator pump, ensure about 12″ of space 
behind the pump frame. When installing near an exterior wall, leave a few 
inches behind the pump for insulation.

Position the pump in the desired location. (Take 750W macerator pump as an 
example.)

Secure the floor mounting bracket to macerator pump by screws.

Secure the macerator pump by #8 Phillips pan head self-taping screws (not 
provided). Plastic anchors (not provided) would be needed for concrete floor.

Step 1: Determine The Pump Installation Location

The macerator pump shall be positioned on the same level and adjacent to the toilet. 
To avoid undue noise, this unit can be placed at a distance of 0.4″ from the wall.

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Insert the hose into the pump's water inlet and continue to secure it with a clamp. 
Ensure it's properly positioned: press down and tighten with a flat head screwdriver.

In the same way, install the discharge elbow and secure it with a clamp.

For any unused water inlets, insert stopper plugs and twist them to tighten.

Step 2: Attach Elbows And Hoses

The pump's sewage outlet has an integrated check valve, eliminating the need for an additional 
check valve in the discharge elbow.

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Insert a NPS 1″ or 1 ¼″ sewage PVC pipe above the right side of the pump, 
and secure it with a clamp.

To connect to a sink or shower waste, use the pump's left and right inlets. Use 
a NPS 1″ or 1 ¼″ pipe for connection, preferably with at least a 10° slope for 
gravity flow into the pump. Ensure the hot water temperature for bathtubs 
and faucets is 131°F or lower.

① Use two 45°elbows for right-an-
gle turns for smoother flow. Insulate 
pipes in areas where freezing is a 
concern.

② We recommend installing a stop 
and waste valve in the drain pipe 
during setup for easier mainte-
nance of the toilet or pump later 
on.

The top right corner of the pump has a dual-use filter with activated carbon. You 
can also connect it to your exhaust system. Insert a hose, secure it with a clamp, 
and then connect it to a NPS 1″ or 1 ¼″ vent pipe.

Step 4: Determine The Toilet Installation Location

Connect the rigid or flexible extension pipe (depending on your setup) to the toilet's 
outlet, and insert it into the rubber ring in the middle of the pump.
Mark the points at the mounting holes, then remove the toilet bowl. Mark additional 
points based on the thickness of the toilet sidewalls, then position the brackets to 
mark where to drill.
Drill the mounting holes at the marked points, then insert the expansion anchors.
Place a washer onto each of the hexagon screws and fix the brackets to the floor.

Step 5: Connect The Extension Pipe To The Pump

Position the toilet bowl in the marked location.
Pull the rubber ring of the pump over the one end of the extension pipe.
Place the metal large clamp over the edge of the rubber ring, and tighten with a 
screwdriver.
Install the plastic sleeves and use the screws to fix the toilet to the brackets. 
Attached the caps to the screw heads.

Step 6: Water Tank Assembly

Position the tank-to-bowl gasket over the tank nut, ensuring there are no gaps 
between the gasket and the tank.
Insert the two tank bolts into the tank mounting holes. Lift the tank and guide the 
bolts to align the tank with the bowl.
Place the washers and nuts in order. Alternately tighten the nuts to secure the tank 
to the toilet bowl.

If installing the pump behind the wall, remember to install a removable panel in the 
wall for macerator pump access.

Note: 
An extension pipe is required when installing the pump behind the wall. We offer two options: 
a rigid extension pipe and a flexible extension pipe. Please choose the pipe according to your 
needs.

Step 7: Install Flush Lever

Lever Assembly

Attach Flapper
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Unscrew the positioning rubber, rubber washer and plastic nut from the       
lever arm.
Insert the lever arm and the positioning rubber through the square hole on 
the tank's left side. Adjust the rubber until it fits perfectly.
Secure the lever arm by tightening the rubber washer and plastic nut.

Attach the chain from the flapper to the lever arm.
Ensure the chain length allows the flapper to fully raise when the lever is 
activated. Keep 5 or 6 extra chain links for potential future adjustments.

Plug in and turn on the pump to verify its functionality. It should activate and 
deactivate without issues.

Conduct a flushing test on the toilet, ensuring everything flows correctly and 
the pump activates as intended.

After the flushing test, check all connection points for potential leaks. Tighten 
any loose connections further.

Step 8: Install The Water Supply Pipe And Test Flush

Connect the water supply line. We offer a ⁷/₈″ to ¹/₂″ fill valve pipe adapter. 
Use the adapter if needed.

Tighten the supply line securely and turn on the water supply. Please Do Not 
Overtighten.

Note:
Avoid using plumber's putty, pipe dope, or any other sealants on the water supply 
connection to this tank. If a leak occurs after hand-tightening, consider replacing the 
supply line. If the leakage persists with a new supply line, it may be necessary to replace 
the fill valve.
