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Tulips are a must for every garden because
they are sturdy, upright and bright and may
bloom for several springs in a row. Generally
upward-facing blooms appear on short fo
tall stems, depending on the variety. Foliage
color ranges from green to gray-green to
variegated lance-shaped leaves. There are
over 15 divisions by which tulips are grouped,
each having their own distinct qualities. Plant
several different varieties of tulips throughout
the garden to extend the blooming time.
