15. LIGHTNING - For added protection for this
product during a lightning storm, or when it is left
unattended and unused for long periods of time,
unplug it from the wall outlet and disconnect the
antenna or cable system.

Certain DVD discs may contain scenes which have
been shot simultaneously from a number of different
angles. For these discs, the same scenes can be
viewed from each of these different angles using the
ANGLE button. (The recorded angles vary depending
on the disc programmed.)

If a DVD disc contains Multi-Angle feature, viewing
angles may be selected:
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During playback, repeatedly pressing the ANGLE
button to select the desired viewing angle. Status will
be displayed on screen.

A DVD disc may contain up to 9 selectable viewing

angles.

21. Multi-Audio Soundtrack

If a DVD disc contains a Multi-Audio Soundtrack
feature, Audio Language can be selected:

During playback, repeatedly press AUDIO button to
select the desired audio language. Playback status
will be displayed on screen.

In most cases, an Audio Soundtrack selection will be
displayed on a DVD disc start up menu. Press
CURSOR buttons to select and ENTER/ P bulton to
confirm.

NOTE:

A DVD disc may contain up to 8 audio language
selections.

22.Multi-Subtitle
If a DVD disc contains the Multi-Subtitle feature, a
subtitle may be selected:

While in playback mode, repeatedly press the SUB-T
button to select the desired subtitle. Status will be
displayed on screen.

NOTE:

A DVD disc may contain up to 32 subtitle

selections.

23. Zoom
In DVD mode
Press the ZOOM button to enlarge viewable picture.

Each JPEG Picture CD brings you the
tools to enhance, share and manage your
pictures on your computer.

Playing back your JPEG Picture CD

The new feature enables the decoding of JPEG
files from a JPEG Picture CD disc.

About JPEG Picture CD

Now, you can playback JPEG Picture CDs on

the DVD player and view your pictures on your
TV in a slide show presentation.

When a JPEG Picture CD has been loaded in

the player, an automatic slide show will be
launched. Each picture in the JPEG Picture CD
will be displayed consecutively in a slide-show
fashion and will be scaled to fit the entire TV
screen.

Press PAUSE button to display an image
indefinitely.

Press PLAY button to resume the slide show.

Press the STOP button on your remote control
todisplay the index screen.

Select "Key Shift" to shift the key and press the
LEFT/RIGHT direction buttons repeatedly.
Moving the key shift indicator to the right sharpens
the key; moving the key shift indicator to the left
flattens the key.

Select "Echo” to enable and adjust the amount of
echo effect on the microphone input(s) and press
the LEFT/RIGHT direction buttons repeatedly.
The amount of echo, in 20 intervals, is indicated
by The location of the echo indicator along the slide
bar. Placement of the indicator at the far left
indicates no echo. The farther to the right the
indicator is placed, the longer the echo interval.

Note:

1. Please set Karaoke mode ON before playing CDG discs.
2. When Karaoke is OFF, if you play CDG disc, press “STOP"
first, then press “KARAOKE" button to select karaoke “ON"
to enable karaoke function.
