«  When you install the refrigerator next to a fixed wall, you must provide a minimum
clearance of 3 /" (95 mm) from the wall to allow the doar to swing open.
Use of an eiectrical outlet with a ground fault interrupter (GFI) is not recommended.

A water dispenser with a filter is one of the helpful features on your new refrigerator. To

help promaote better health, the water filter removes unwanted particles from your water.

However, it does not sterilize or destroy microorganisms. You may need to purchase a
water purifying system to do that.

The water line also connects to the ice maker. For the ice maker to operate properly,
water pressure of 20-125 psi is required.

If the refrigeratar is installed in an area with low water pressure (below 20 psi), you can
install a booster pump to compensate for the low pressure.

After you have connected the water line, make sure the water storage tank inside the
refrigerator is properly filled.
