e CHOKING HAZARD - Small parts. Not suitable for children under 36 months. The product
contains small parts, keep children away when assembling.

e ADULT ASSEMBLY REQUIRED.

¢ Always remove protective material and poly bags and dispose before assembly.

/A BATTERY INFORMATION

e Non-rechargeable batteries are not to be recharged.

o Rechargeable batteries are to be removed from the toy before being charged.
e Rechargeable batteries are only to be charged under adult supervision.

o Different types of batteries or new and used batteries are not to be mixed.

e Batteries are to be inserted with the correct polarity.

o Exhausted batteries are to be removed from the toy.

e The supply terminals are not to be short-circuited.

Screwdriver
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1. Turn the vehicle body downside up. Fit the driving wheel assembly to the vehicle body.
Ensure the connector on each motor pass through the holes in the vehicle body.
2. Insert eight @4x12 screws and tighten with a screwdriver.

vehicle body (Rto R, Lto L)
2. Insert four @4x12 screws

and tighten with a

screwdriver on each motor

hood.

1. Turn the vehicle body upright. Fit the back rest to the vehicle body.

2. Insert four @4x12 screws and tighten with a screwdriver.



1. Plug the Red connector on the vehicle body into the Red connector from the battery.
2. Plug the both White connectors on the body into the White connectors on the motor.

3. Use a screwdriver to tighten the both screws on the top of the seat into the holes of the
vehicle.
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@ Wash your hands befor applying the labels.

@ Before applying the labels, wipe the surface of the vehicle with a clean, dry cloth to
remove any dust or olis.

@ Place the labels exactly as shown in the illustrations.
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1. Power button: Turn the product on and off.
2. Left and Right joysticks:
Control the product to move forward, backward, turn left (circle) and right (circle).

3. RC/Joystick button: Operates the product control by remote control or joysticks.

4. High / Low speed button:
Operates the product to move forward in high speed and low speed.

5. Music button: Press for music playing.

6. Lights button: Turn on and off the light bar on both sides of the body, this button can
also switch the light mode of the light bar.

7. Battery indicators: Check the power remaining of the battery, If only one indicator
remains, the battery needs charging.

¢ ONLY an adult is allowed charge and recharge the battery!
¢ This product with Charging Protection: when charging, all functions will be
cut off.

e The POWER SWITCH must be turned in OFF position when charging.

e Before the first use, you should charge the battery for 4-6 hours. Do not recharge the battery
for more than 10 hours to avoid overheating the charger.

e \When the vehicle begins to run slowly, recharge the battery.

e After each use or once a month minimum recharge time as 8 to 12 hours, less than 20 hours at
most.

e Use the only rechargeable battery and charger supplied with your vehicle. NEVER substitute the
battery or the charger with another brand. Using another battery or charger may cause a fire or
explosion.

¢ Do not use the battery or charger for any other product.

e The battery indicators will tell you how much power is remaining in the battery. Make sure the
product is stop! If there is only one indicator remains, recharge the battery.
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1. Plug the charger port into the input socket (the socket below the seat).
2. Plug the charger plug into a wall outlet. The battery will begin charging.

 Battery Disposal [ER-E RIS

The battery will eventually lose the ability to hold a charge. Depending on the amount of
use, and varying conditions, the battery should operate for one to three years.
Important! Recycle the dead battery responsibly. The battery contains lead acid
(electrolyte) and must be disposed of properly and legally. It is illegal in most areas to
incinerate lead acid batteries or dispose of them in landfills. Take it to a federal or
state-approved lead acid battery recycler, such as local automotive battery retailer.

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e |t is parents' responsibility to check main parts of the toy before using, Must regularly
examine for potential hazard, such as the battery, charge, cable or cord, plug, screws
are fastening enclosure of other parts and that in the event of such damage, the toy
must not be used until that damage had been properly removed.

e Park the vehicle indoors or cover it with a tarp to protect it from wet weather.

e Recharge the battery after each use. Only an adult can handle the battery. Recharge
the battery at least once a month when the vehicle raider is not being used.

¢ Do not wash the vehicle with a hose. Do not wash the vehicle with soap and water.
Do not drive the vehicle in rainy or snowy weather. Water will damage the motor,
electric system and battery.

e (lean the vehicle with a soft, dry cloth. To restore shine to plastic parts, use a
non-wax furniture polish. Do not use car wax. Do not use abrasive cleaners.

e When not using, all the electrical source should be turn off. Turn off the power switch
and disconnect the battery connection.

The battery features a thermal fuse with a rest fuse that will automatically trip and cut all power to

the vehicle if the motor, electric system or battery is overloaded. The fuse will reset and power will

be restored after the unit is turned OFF for 20 seconds and then turned ON again. If the thermal

fuse trips repeatedly during normal use, the vehicle may need repair. Gontact your distributor

please.

To avoid losing power, follow these guidelines:

e Do not overload the vehicle.

e Do not tow anything behind the vehicle.

e Do not drive up steep slopes.

e Do not drive into fixed objects, which may cause the wheels to spin, causing the motor to
overheat.

e Do not drive in very hot weather, components may overheat.

o Do not allow water or other liquids to come in contact with the battery or other electric
components.

e Do not tamper with the electric system. Doing so may create a short, causing the fuse to trip.
