PLANTING TIME Spring Soil Preparation
BLOOM TIME Early to Mid Summer Great gardens start with great soil!
Soil preparation is essential for successful gardening.
LIGHT Full Sun to Partial Shade Healthy soil should have good tilth, nutrient content,
and a viable population of beneficial microorganisms.

(sandy, loam, silt, clay) and find out your soil pH.

It is important to store correctly until planting. Store in a cool, dry place with plenty of air circulation. Plant in spring
as soon as ground has thawed and soil has warmed to 50°F and is workable. Usually 4-6 weeks after the last frost.

Lily Planting Instructions .

Plant lily bulbs in the spring after the ground has thawed and
there is no longer danger of frost.

Choose a location with well-drained soil. Loosen soil prior to
planting.

Dig a hole in loosened soil 6-8" deep. Place the bulb in the
hole with the roots down and pointed end facing up. If any
sprouts are present plant them facing up. Space each bulb
6-8" apart.

After planting, water well so that the soil above the bulbs
settles. Keep soil moist during periods of dry weather but do
not overwater.

About Lilies

Garden State Bulb Yellow Bruse Asiatic Lily Flower Bulbs are imported directly from our farms and growers in Holland. These
bulbs are 5.5 to 6 inches (14/16cm) in size and carefully checked for quality before shipment. Also known as the Tiger Lily, this
fragrant flower blooms gorgeous, slightly recurved, bright yellow blooms with maroon specks. They grow 3 to 4 feet tall and do
best in moist, well drained soil. Yellow Bruse attracts butterflies and hummingbirds, and also grows well in containers as a focal
point for any porch or patio!

@ When should you plant spring bulbs?
A. Spring planted/summer flowering bulbs and tubers can be planted in the spring when you are certain the ground

will no longer freeze in your area.

() what other flowers can you plant with Asiatic Lilies?
A. Peonies, poppies, phlox, and daylilies all combine well with Asiatic lily flowers.

() How long do Asiatic Lilies bloom for?
A. Asiatic lilies bloom up to 1 month long.
