Place the dresser back into position, ensuring you have access to the power cord, then align the 
grommet holes with the wall anchors. Insert the wall mount screws through the grommets and into the 
wall anchors then tighten. Once attached to the wall, insert the drawers and plug the power cord into 
the wall outlet.
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Unwind the power cord and place the dresser in the desired location near 
an outlet. Wrap the Anti-Tip Straps around the frame on the left and right 
sides and ensure the metal grommets are overlapping. Mark the wall 
where the wall anchors will be inserted. Drill the pilot holes then gently tap 
the wall anchors into position with a rubber mallet.
