INSTALLATION

Hole Diameter
(33-35mm)

Attach the red hot water inlet pipe to the left
connection point.

Attach the blue cold water inlet pipe to the right
connection point.

Secure both screws using a Phillips
screwdriver.

Connect the red and blue inlet pipes to the
angle valves: red to the (H) hot water valve, blue
to the (C) cold water valve.
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Disassemble the drain from the bottom and
remove all components as shown.

Insert the drain into the basin hole, then from
underneath, attach the rubber gasket, washer,
and brass sleeve. Tighten the sleeve by turning
it right, but do not over-tighten.




WARRANTY
