| Safety Precautions

(' SAVE THESE INSTRUCTIONS / For Household Use Only )

When using electrical appliances, basic safety precautions
should always be followed:

* Do not use this appliance near water.

Clean only with a damp cloth.

Do not block any ventilation openings. Install in accordance with the manufacturer's instructions.
Do not install near any heat sources, such as radiators, heat registers, stoves, or other apparatus
(including amplifiers) that produce heat.

Refrain from defeating the safety purpose of the polarized or grounding-type plug. A polarized
plug has two blades, one wider than the other. A grounding-type plug has two blades and a third
grounding prong. The wide blade or the third prong are provided for your safety. If the provided
plug does not fit into your outlet, consult an electrician to replace the obsolete outlet.

Protect the power cord from being walked on or pinched, particularly at plugs, convenience
receptacles, and the point where they exit from the appliance.

Do not clean your ice maker with flammable fluids. The fumes can create a fire hazard or

explosion.

Dispose Of Property In Accordance With Federal Or Local Requlations.

Follow Handling Instructions Carefully.

The ice maker should be installed in accordance with the safety standard for Refrigeration
Systems, ASHRAE15. The ice maker shall not be installed in corridors or hallways of public
buildings.

If the unit is with the problem, it needs to be maintained and replaced with like components and
that servicing shall be done by factory-authorized service personnel, so as to minimize the risk
of possible ignition due to faulty parts or improper service.

This appliance must be plugged into at least a 15 A,110 - 115 V,60 Hz GROUNDED OUTLET.
This appliance must be grounded. It is equipped with a 3-wire cord grounding plug. The plug
must be plugged into an outlet that is properly installed and grounded.

( Electric Shock Hazard )

Failure to follow these instructions can result in electric shock, fire, or death.

Keep ventilation openings in the ice maker clear of obstruction.

Do not damage the refrigerant tubing when handling, moving, or using the ice maker.

Unplug the ice maker before carrying out user maintenance on it.

All refrigeration products contain refrigerants, which under the guidelines of federal law, must be
removed before disposal. It is the consumer's responsibility to comply with federal and local
regulations when disposing of this product.

This ice maker is intended to be used in households and similar environments.
We do not recommend the use of an extension cord with this appliance. If you must use an
extension cord, use one with a minimum of 14 AWG wiring and rated at no less than 1875 Watts.

Please avoid the use of an extension cord because it may overheat and cause a risk of fire.
However, if it is necessary to use an extension cord:
Use only 3-wire extension cords with a 3-blade grounding plug.

The marked rating of an extension cord must be equal to or greater than the rating of this
appliance.

It should be positioned such that it does not drape over the counter or tabletop where it can be
pulled on by children.

BEFORE FIRST USE

e This portable ice maker uses a fully automatic control system with an advanced microcomputer for
easy and convenient ice-making. Simply add water, plug into an outlet, and press the Power
button. You can select one of two ice-cube sizes with the touch of a button.

e The ice maker will stay idle for 3 minutes when you first use it or in ice-making cycles. We suggest
you discard the ice cubes made in the first four cycles to ensure that the machine is clean. Warning
indicators will alert you to add water when the tank is empty and to remove ice when the storage
basket is full. The ice maker also has built-in safeguards that shut down the system automatically
when needed to limit accidental damage.

A Note:

e Theincline of the ice-maker cabinet should not exceed 45 degrees during transportation or use.
Do not turn the ice maker upside down; doing so could cause the compressor or refrigerating
system to operate incorrectly. When the ice maker is moved or transported, please allow time for
the fluids in the compressor to settle. Before using the ice maker for the first time, please wait 2
hours after the unit has been leveled and positioned in its proper place.

* Please ensure the ice maker is level and on a stable table or other flat, horizontal surface to
prevent malfunction.

e The machine must be placed on a dry and level surface with sufficient ventilation, far from heat
sources, such as ovens and heaters, and from corrosive gases. Leave a clearance of 8 in. (20 cm)
on all sides of the ice maker for proper ventilation. Room temperature should be between 50°F and
100°F.

e Do not fill the water tank with hot water. This my damage the ice maker. Use only lukewarm or
cold water.

PREPARING YOUR ICE MAKER

¢ Remove the exterior and interior packaging.

¢ Make sure that the ice basket and ice scoop are inside. If any parts are missing, please contact our
customer service.

* Remove the tape holding the ice scoop and ice basket.

* Clean the tank and ice basket with warm, soapy water and a soft cloth.

e Allow 1 hour for the refrigerant fluid to settle. Then plug the ice maker into a grounded wall outlet.

USE YOUR ICE MAKER

Wipe out the interior of your ice maker with a clean, damp cloth before each use.Before using
your ice maker each time, wipe out the interior with a clean, damp cloth.

When the machine is operating, please ensure the drain plug is closed and the water is
enough.Plug the ice maker into a wall outlet and the green power indicator light.

Open the cover and remove the ice basket.

Fill the water tank. NOTE: Do not add water above the Max Water Level mark at the back of the
tank.

Replace the ice basket and close the cover.

Press the Power button. The green light should illuminate, signifying that the unit is on.

To choose small or large ice cubes, press the Select button until the desired ice size is indicated.
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| Operation & Installation

A If the room temperature is below 60 °F (15.6°C), select the Small ice cube size to prevent
the ice cubes from sticking together.

Press and hold the Select button for 5 seconds to run 8 continuous cycles, even when the Ice Full
indicator is on.

e Theice-making cycle will last about 8 to 13 minutes, depending on the ice size you select. The
ice-making cycle starts with water flowing into the water tray below the evaporator fingers. Over
the next 8 to 13 minutes, ice forms on the evaporator fingers. Once this happens, the ice tray will
tilt back and any water remaining in the ice tray will drain into the water tank. Next, the ice cubes
drop from the evaporator fingers. Then, the ice shovel pushes the cubes forward into the ice basket.
The ice tray will automatically move back into position under the evaporator fingers and start the
next cycle.

¢ When the ice basket is full, the Ice Full indicator will light up and the ice maker will automatically
stop the ice-making cycle. Gently remove the ice from the ice basket with the ice scoop. Once the
ice basket has been emptied and the cover is closed, the ice maker will restart its ice-making
function automatically.

* When the water tank is empty, the Add Water indicator will light up and the ice-making cycle will
stop automatically. The Power button will flash every 5 seconds. Press the Power button once,
remove the ice basket, and add water to the water tank.

Do not fill the water tank above the Max Water Level mark at the back of the tank.
Wait 3 minutes. Then press the Power button to restart the ice-making function.

* When you have finished making ice, transfer the ice to a freezer.

e When you have finished making ice, transfer the ice to a freezer. The ice will last in the ice maker
for up to 18 hours, depending on the ambient temperature.

e Stop the ice-making cycle by pressing the Power button. Unplug the unit from the wall outlet.
Open the cover and allow the ice maker to reach room temperature. Follow the directions in the
Care and Cleaning section.

* Direct or reflected sunlight may cause the infrared sensor to malfunction. If the unit does not stop
making ice cubes even when the ice basket is full, move the ice maker to a darker location.

e You must change the water in the tank at least every 24 hours to keep the unit hygienic and prevent
bad-smelling ice.

MAINTENANCE

e Your ice maker is designed for year-round use and needs minimal cleaning and maintenance. When
you first receive the unit, wipe the outside will warm, soapy water. Wipe again with a clean, wet
cloth. Then wipe the unit dry with a soft, dry cloth. Do this periodically to keep your ice maker
looking new.

A Note:

To prevent damage to the finish, do not use the following:
* Gasoline, benzine, thinner, or other solvents.
e Abrasive cleaners.

TIPS & SUGGESTIONS

e Stop the ice-making cycle by pressing the Power button. The green power indicator will go out,
indicating the ice maker is off. Unplug the ice maker from the wall outlet and allow the unit to
warm up to room temperature.

e If the water tray is not in the vertical position behind the evaporator fingers, gently push the
water tray back so that all water drains into the water tank.

e Open the drain plug to drain out excess water.

* Remove the ice basket.

* Remove the water tube screen and rinse it under running water.

¢ Clean the interior of the ice maker with a soft cloth dampened in a weak solution of warm water
and white vinegar. Rinse by wiping with a clean, damp cloth.

* Replace the drain plug and the water tube screen. Wash the ice basket and ice scoop in warm,
soapy water. Rinse and dry.

e Clean the exterior of the ice maker with a soft, damp cloth. If needed, use a solution of mild
dishwashing liquid and water.

* Do not clean the evaporator fingers.

e Locate your ice maker in the coolest area of the room, away from heat-producing appliances and
heating ducts, and out of direct or reflected sunlight.

e Make sure that the appliance is sufficiently ventilated, with adequate air circulation behind it.
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| Warranty
