1. Carefully remove the fixture from the carton and check that all parts and accessories are

included as shown in the above illustration.

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Step A1 » Carefully pass the fixture wires through tubes (K), then screw tubes (K) onto top of lamp body (L)

as shown in the illustration.

Step A2 » Open quick links (1), and then attach them to loops (H) on canopy (G) and on the top of tubes (K).
