Adjustment 2: Install 1 square nut (24#) less in the original left lower screen track (O4)
and 1 square nut (24#) less in the track (O5); install 1 more square nut (24#) in the
original right lower screen track (O6) and 1 more square nut (24#) in the track (O7).
(Adjustment 1 and Adjustment 2 will also be explained during installation.)
