Get a Heads-Up

Nest Protect can see smoke or carbon
monoxide levels rising. So before it turns
on an Emergency Alarm, Nest Protect
gives you a friendly Heads-Up to warn you
inadvance. It pulses yellow and speaks
to you, telling you what and where the
danger is.

Quiet it down

Simply push the Nest button to quiet
Nest Protect.

If you have more than one Nest Protect and
there’s a Heads-Up, they all speak and tell
you which room the smoke or COis in. Go to
the Nest Protect that detected the problem
to hush every Nest Protect in the house.

Emergency Alarms

When smoke or carbon monoxide reach
dangerous levels, Nest Protect tells you
where the emergency is and pulses red,
in addition to making a loud alarm sound.
