BEFORE INSTALLATION:

e Carefully remove the coach light fixture, LED bulb and mounting accessories from the
box, and check that all parts are included. Do not attempt to assemble the product if any
part(s) is missing or damaged. Please contact Koda customer support if this is the case.

e The outlet box described in this manual is not provided. A standard outlet box needs to
be pre-installed in the exterior wall, and the power supply wires running to the outlet
box need to be rated 120VAC. If an outlet box does not exist, contact a qualified
electrician for installation.

e Turn OFF the main power at the fuse or circuit breaker before installing the light fixture
or making any electrical connection. You may use a non-contact voltage tester to ensure
no power is running to the wires.

Warning: Failure to disconnect the power supply prior to installation may result in serious
injury or death.
Never connect the ground wire to the hot or neutral power supply wires.

Outdoor LED Post Lantern to automatically turn on and off the light as darkness and
daylight are sensed, saving you from needing a timer or flipping a switch.

If you prefer a more traditional light bulb, no problem. The Koda Outdoor LED Post Lantern
comes with a 8 watt LED bulb, but is also compatible with a 60 watt incandescent bulb.

Important Safety Instructions:

Do not connect the bare or
green insulation fixture ground wire to the black (hot) current-carrying wire or the white
(neutral) wire. Connection of the bare or green fixture ground wire to the black or white
wires may cause metal parts of the fixture to carry electrical currents, and may cause
electrical shock, which could cause serious injury or death.
