Then insert 

plastic anchors (C) into each 

hole and lightly tap anchors (C) 

with a hammer until they are 

securely flush with the face of 

the wall. After the plastic 

anchors(C) are securely in 

place, position bracket (B) to be 

mounted to the wall. Using a 

philips screwdriver, drive in the 

screws (D) into plastic anchors 

(C) until the bracket (B) is 

securely placed on the wall.

If mounting to sheet rock (cavity wall) it is advisable to mount at least 1 screws 

(without anchor) directly to a wall stud or studs. However do not leave either end of mounting 

bracket unsupported by at least one anchor. For hollow wall mounting you can use any of the holes 

in the back plate to suit where you require the mounting screws positioned. 

 

Note : Pipe bracket has a built in safety design fe ature. Pipes have a slight upward angle to 

prevent floating shelf from fogging when shelf is l oaded. Weight ratings are E.D.L.(evenly
