Secure the Headboard(A) folds using Bolts(®), Washers(®), and Spring Washers(®) with Allen

Put the Headboard(A) onto a flat table or panel.

With assistant to your adult partner, one person hold the Headboard(A) and another person hold
the Support Leg(B), align the mounting position on Headboard(A) to the top and middle mounting
positions on Left Support Leg(B).

Attach Left Support Leg(B) to the Headboard(A) using Bolts(®), Washers(®), and Spring
Washers(@) with Allen Key(®).

Do not fully tighten the Bolts.

Repeat the same steps to install the Right Support Leg(C).

The final height of the Headboard may be adjusted to your own need.

Attach the Headboard to the Mattress Support Frame using Bolts(®), Washers(Q),
Spring Washers((®) and Nuts(@®) with Allen Key(®) and Wrench((©).

Then, Attach Metal Brackets(12)) to the back of
Headboard(A) using Screws(@®) with Screwdriver((i4)) as shown above.

Make sure two parts are connected and securely locked into headboard.

Put the Headboard against the wall where desired and mark the location for the Metal
Brackets((2)) to be the same height as the top of the Headboard.

Attach Metal Bracket(12)) to the wall where you marked using Screws((1) with Screwdriver((4)).
